If you would like to receive from the chalice, you may receive the bread in your 

palm and consume it, then step toward the chalice to receive the Blood of Christ. 
 

If you are not baptized, or do not wish to receive communion, you are welcome to remain in your 

pew or come forward for a blessing. Cross your arms over your chest and the Presider will offer a 

blessing in the name of our Lord. If you are not baptized, but feel drawn to the sacraments and wish 

to receive, that is a holy longing! Please reach out to Fr. Aidan or our church office to discern 

whether you wish to be baptized and explore new life in Christ. For any who choose not to receive 

communion for reasons of comfort or conscience, please know that we are enriched by your prayers 

and presence with us, and we are delighted you are here today.
