THE NEwW TESTAMENT & 1 Corinthians 1:18-31

Lector A Reading from Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians.

The message about the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who
are being saved it is the power of God. For it is written,

“I will destroy the wisdom of the wise,
and the discernment of the discerning I will thwart.”

Where is the one who is wise? Where is the scribe? Where is the debater of this age?
Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the world? For since, in the wisdom of God,
the world did not know God through wisdom, God decided, through the foolishness
of our proclamation, to save those who believe. For Jews demand signs and Greeks
desire wisdom, but we proclaim Christ crucified, a stumbling block to Jews and
foolishness to Gentiles, but to those who are the called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ
the power of God and the wisdom of God. For God's foolishness is wiser than human
wisdom, and God's weakness is stronger than human strength.

Consider your own call, brothers and sisters: not many of you were wise by human
standards, not many were powerful, not many were of noble birth. But God chose
what is foolish in the world to shame the wise; God chose what is weak in the world
to shame the strong; God chose what is low and despised in the world, things that are
not, to reduce to nothing things that are, so that no one might boast in the presence of
God. He is the source of your life in Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom from
God, and righteousness and sanctification and redemption, in order that, as it is
written, “Let the one who boasts, boast in the Lord.”

THE DISTRIBUTION OF COMMUNION

All baptized Christians, regardless of your denomination or church affiliation, are
invited to come forward to receive communion. As you come forward, place your hands
out in front of you to receive the Body of Christ in your palm. Gluten-free wafers are
available, just whisper to our Presider that this is your wish. Those with mobility issues
may also receive communion in your pew rather than needing to come forward. Please
indicate to the ushers that this is your wish, and our Presider will bring communion to
you.

If you would like to receive the Blood of Christ by intinction (having the bread dipped
into the wine, without sipping directly from the cup), point to the chalice. The Presider
will dip the wafer into the wine then hold it out to you to take a dry corner in your

fingers. Please then step aside to consume the sacrament. If you would just like to
receive the bread, cross your palms in front of you to receive the Body of Christ. If you
would like to receive from the chalice, you may receive the bread in your palm and
consume it, then step toward the chalice to receive the Blood of Christ.

If you are not baptized, or do not wish to receive communion, you are welcome to
remain in your pew or come forward for a blessing. Cross your arms over your chest
and the Presider will offer a blessing in the name of our Lord. If you are not baptized,
but feel drawn to the sacraments and wish to receive, that is a holy longing! Please
reach out to Fr. Aidan or our church office to discern whether you wish to be baptized
and explore new life in Christ. For any who choose not to receive communion for
reasons of comfort or conscience, please know that we are enriched by your prayers
and presence with us, and we are delighted you are here today.
