   Lector A Reading from Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians. 

If I speak in the tongues of mortals and of angels, but do not have love, I am a 

noisy gong or a clanging cymbal. And if I have prophetic powers, and understand 

all mysteries and all knowledge, and if I have all faith, so as to remove 

mountains, but do not have love, I am nothing. If I give away all my possessions, 

and if I hand over my body so that I may boast, but do not have love, I gain 

nothing. 

Love is patient; love is kind; love is not envious or boastful or arrogant or rude. It 

does not insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; it does not rejoice in 

wrongdoing, but rejoices in the truth. It bears all things, believes all things, hopes 

all things, endures all things. Love never ends. But as for prophecies, they will 

come to an end; as for tongues, they will cease; as for knowledge, it will come to 

an end. For we know only in part, and we prophesy only in part; but when the 

complete comes, the partial will come to an end.

For now we see in a mirror, dimly, but then we will 

see face to face. Now I know only in part; then I will know fully, even as I have 

been fully known.

Those with 

mobility issues may also receive communion in your pew rather than needing to come 

forward. Please indicate to the ushers that this is your wish, and our Presider will 

bring communion to you.  

 

We will not be receiving directly from the chalice due to the pandemic. If you would 

like to receive the Blood of Christ, point to the chalice. The Presider will dip the wafer 

into the wine then hold it out to you to take a dry corner in your fingers. Please then 

step aside to consume the sacrament under your mask. If you would just like to receive 

the bread, cross your palms in front of you to receive the Body of Christ. 

 

If you are not baptized, or do not wish to receive communion, you are welcome to 

remain in your pew or come forward for a blessing. Cross your arms over your chest 

and the Presider will offer a blessing in the name of our Lord. If you are not baptized, 

but feel drawn to the sacraments and wish to receive, that is a holy longing! Please 

reach out to Fr. Aidan or our church office to discern whether you wish to be baptized 

and explore new life in Christ. For any who choose not to receive communion for 

reasons of comfort or conscience, please know that we are enriched by your prayers 

and presence with us, and we are delighted you are here today.
