The Hub is a 26,000 square foot facility designed with teenagers in
mind, located on the campus of Revive Wesleyan, 5999 McKinley Pkwy, Hamburg.
Their Tuesday night program for Middle School and High Schoolers is filled with fun
and games, worship and teaching, and opportunities for small group breakouts.
