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Looking Back and Looking Forward:
Selected Readings of Hong Kong Literature
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This course aims to help students attain a deeper understanding of the changes and characteristics of
cities in Hong Kong, and the development and spirit of Hong Kong Literature through a close reading of
works. The main goal of this course is to analyze the relationship between literary works and various
subjects such as history, politics, economy, society, and culture to understand the unique view of Hong
Kong Literature. Through evaluating the arrays, artistic features, and location in the literary history of

literary works, the students are encouraged to develop new methods of interpretation.
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Sinophone Literature of Gender and Sexuality
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This course aims to cultivate students' Chinese reading and writing abilities, as well as their
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aesthetic discernment, through a close reading of classic works on Chinese gender.

The reading material extends from May Fourth literature to contemporary Chinese novels, and
includes works written in Hong Kong, Taiwan, Mainland China and Southeast Asia. Through these
readings, students will develop a deeper understanding of how a wide array of Sinophone authors from
different places and times dealt with issues that played an important role in gender discourse, such as

class, race, nationality, the body, desire and political systems.
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Taiwanese Literature in the World:

From the Classics to Transdisciplinary Works
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This course will focus on the literary works produced and disseminated in Taiwan since 1945 as
well as the films and theatrical adaptions derived from them. The main goals of this course are to
develop students’ abilities to attain a deep understanding of the text, to realize the flow and variation of
literary and artistic forms, and to explore the mobility and performativity of literary works as they cross
different fields and contexts. Emphasis is also placed on the literary works' political and social
development and historical background knowledge. In addition to contemporary Taiwanese literary
works, this course also discusses the inheritance from classical literature and writings concerned with

ethnic minorities.

The Poetry of the Dream of the Red Chamber:

Plaques, Poetry Clubs, and Collective Poems on Scenery
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This course aims to help students understand the poetic attainments of the Dream of the Red
Chamber as well as the complicated dialogue between the poems therein and the art of the novel. The
instructor will lead students in a close reading of three different types of poems found in the text: poems
inscribed on plaques, poems composed in poetry clubs, and collective poems on scenery.

In this course, we will discuss the affection and beauty of these poems and also explore the
similarities and differences between them. Students will develop a deeper understanding of the
characters' dispositions and destiny as well as the design and development of the novel’s plot. An
important objective of the course will be to encourage new methods of interpretation from multiple

perspectives.
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
