Individuals, companies, universities, organizations and government agencies may submit 
proposals. Topic submissions must be relevant and contribute to the dairy producer’s bottom 
line.  Presenters must be enthusiastic and engaging. 

HOW TO APPLY/APPLICATION FORMAT 

Proposals should be submitted using the enclosed form. Additional pages may be added to 
describe the topic in depth if desired.  Topics/Speakers for the conference should address the 
topic’s relevance to the dairy community and any other special aspects related to the 
importance of the subject.
