In his visual language, simple symbolic elements represent broader cultural ideas. The Sun of May reflects Argentine identity and historical origin. A golden line or bridge symbolizes the connection between Argentina and its diaspora communities around the world. The Argentine flag represents continuity and shared heritage preserved by communities living abroad.

Cultural Flag of the Argentine Diaspora
Concept Narrative
1. Cultures travel with their people
Nations are defined by borders, but cultures travel with those who carry them.
Throughout history, migrant communities have created cultural symbols that express their connection to their homeland.
2. A tradition among diasporas
Many communities around the world have developed symbolic expressions representing their identity abroad.
These symbols do not replace national flags; they accompany them culturally.
3. The Argentine case
Today, Argentine communities around the world continue to keep their culture alive through language, music, traditions, gastronomy, and community gatherings.
Events such as the Argentine Festival USA reflect this living cultural presence.
4. Meaning of the emblem
Inspired by the Argentine flag, the emblem proposes a symbolic image:
The Sun of May represents shared origin and historical continuity.
The golden line transformed into a bridge symbolizes the cultural connection between Argentina and the countries that welcome its diaspora.
5. A cultural expression
This initiative does not replace or reinterpret the national flag of Argentina.
It accompanies it symbolically as a cultural expression of Argentine communities abroad.
6. An invitation to reflection
The emblem suggests a simple idea:
Argentina lives not only within its borders, but also wherever its people continue carrying its culture.
