692329. THE MODERATE INTELLIGENCER: Impartially Communicating
Martiall Affairs to the Kingdom of ENGLAND, May 17, 1649 Newsbooks were
transitional periodicals between pamphlets & newspapers, but defined specifically
as a periodical by having a set period of issuance, being consecutively numbered,
and dated on a regular interval. This is issue #217 of this title.

This title published near the end of the English Civil War, supported the
abolition of the monarchy and welcomed the beheading of King Charles 1. As
such it was a Parliamentarian publication, supportive of Oliver Cromwell. King
Charles I had just been beheaded four months previously. There is some war-

related content in the last several pages.

This is a defective issue as present are 8 pages, while another issue of the era we
have contains 12 pages. Measures 5 1/4 by 7 inches, irregular at the narrow
margins but no loss of text, some light dirtiness. Imprint typically on the back
page is lacking due to the missing pages.

Rare title with significant Judaica content...

716238. THE OXFORD GAZETTE,
England, Jan. 25, 1665 (1666 by today’s
calendar). This is an extremely
famous—and rare—title, being the
predecessor of the famous “London
Gazette”, the oldest continually
published English language newspaper in
the world.

Because of the Plague ravaging
Europe at this time, the Royal Court had
removed itself from London to Oxford
when this newspaper began, so issues #1
thru #23 were published in Oxford
(actually published simultaneously in
London & Oxford), and when the
contagion had subsided & the Court
returned to London this newspaper went
with it and renamed itself “The London
Gazette” with issue #24, and the rest is
history.

This is issue number 21. The front
page has a brief mention of "...a ship
arrived yesterday at Falmouth from
New-England laden with masts upon his
Majesties account...” and another front
page item with Judaica overtones notes:
“...there was a brisk report among them
that the Jews and Arabs had destroyed
the tomb of Mahomet at Mecca and taken
several places in exchange of which the
Turkish court offered Tunis, Alexandria
& other places, but that they refuse all
with a resolution to gain the Holy
Land...”.

The bottom of the back page gives
the weekly total of those who died from
the Plague.

Most issues of the Oxford Gazette
suffer from being close-trimmed since it
was a bit wider than most London
Gazette issues from 1666-7, however this
issue has nice margins, particularly at the
spine.

679632. THE LONDON GAZETTE, England, Nov. 5, 1666 A very early issue of
the world’s oldest continually published English language newspaper, having

begun in 1666 and is still publishing today.

Included among the reports is one from Norwich referencing the Great
Plague which afflicted much of Europe at this time: “Our bill of mortality for
this last week runs thus, buried of all diseases 67, where of the Plague 58.”

She was 71 years old and the last
woman to have been executed by a judicial
sentence of beheading in England.

THE LONDON GAZETTE,
England, July 20, 1691 Over half of the
back page is taken up with a detailed
account of the Battle of Aughrim.

This was the decisive battle of the
Williamite War in Ireland. It was fought
between the largely Irish Jacobite army

loyal to James II and the forces of William III on July 12, 1691,

The battle was one of the bloodiest ever fought in the British
Isles: 7,000 people were killed. The Jacobite defeat at Aughrim meant the
effective end of James’s cause in Ireland.

Much of this issue is concerned with the political & military affairs of
Europe & is organized into news by country or region with commentary on the

events.

The famous “Tatler” newspaper...

716232. THE TATLER, London, June 17, 1710 This newspaper was founded in
the year previous by Richard Steele who used the nom de plume “Isaac
Bickerstaff, Esquire”, the first such consistently adopted journalistic persona.

Steele’s idea was to publish the news and gossip heard in London
coffeehouses, hence the title, leaving the subject of politics to the newspapers. To
assure complete coverage of local gossip, a reporter was placed in each of the
city’s popular coffeehouses: accounts of manners and mores were datelined from
White’s; literary notes from Will’s; notes of antiquarian interest were dated from
the Grecian Coffee House; and news items from St. James’s. It was published
three times a week for less than two years, from April 12, 1709 to January 2,
1711. (credit Wikipedia).

Defending the criticisms of Jews...

716205. THE GENTLEMAN’S MAGAZINE, London, March, 1731 This is just
the third issue of this extremely successful magazine. Several editions of the first
several issues were printed in the early 1730’s so as to provide complete sets to
customers as the success of the magazine grew, and based on the note at the
bottom of the title/contents page this is the “Third Edition”.

Most notable, and taking the entire first page, is an article in defense of the
Jews, beginning: “He plead the cause of the Jews...wherein they are represented
as creatures unworthy of our community and banes and pests to all the race of
mankind...” and goes on to defend them, concluding with: “...that tis
inconsistent with Christianity to hate the Jews since they have no antipathy to
Christians as appears by sending their children to Christian schools, and
encouraging them to converse with Christians.”

Listed under “Foreign Affairs” is an early report from “Boston in New
England”.

Much of the balance of the issue is comprised of reviews of items in
newspapers of the day including Fog’s Journal, The Universal Spectator, The
Grub Street Journal, the London Journal, The Craftsman, The Daily Courant and
others.

Near the back is “The Monthly Intelligencer” with the latest news reports
and includes: “An Account of the Malefactors Executed at Tyburn” with various
details of the crimes of 5 men, one noting: “...he joyn'd himself with whores,
thieves, and other abandon’d wretches, and gam’d away his money sometimes
his cloaths...seem’d to have but little contrition but what proceeded from the
near approach of death.”

The text includes: “...About 7 leagues below Fort St. Augustine are two
forts, the one on the north and the other on the south side of a large lake,
General Oglethorpe, in a late expedition, has destroyed the last & taken
possession of the first...” with more.

We now spell this town as one word, Veracruz, which is on the Gulf coast
of Mexico.

714209. GENTLEMAN’S MAGAZINE, London, September, 1754 Among the
early reports on the French & Indian War, is a very rare mention of Colonel
George Washington when he was just 22 years old.

The report is a continued one, headed: “Account of Our Affairs in America”
and the text includes: “...On the other side the French have this season reaped a
crop of corn from the lands on the borders of the Ohio which will be sufficient
to subsist the troops with which they are carrying on their invasions till the next
vear. Col. Washington with 400 men having encamped in a wood at the great
meadows on the Ohio, & defeated a party of French that had been dispatched to
intercept some provisions, receiv’d intelligence soon afterwards that the
French...were marching 900 men from Monongahela to attack him. The Colonel
immediately prepared to defend himself against such a superiority as well as he
could...” with some reports on a battle, & continuing with: “...The Col.
perceiving by this conduct that they were determined not to attack in the open
field ordered his men still to reserve their fire & retire back again into the
trenches...” with much more, carrying over to the next page where is included:
“Capitulation granted July 3...of his Most Christian Majesty's forces to the
English troops in the Fort of Necessity built on the lands of the King's
Dominions” with the 7 articles included, and with additional mention of
Washington.

Washington’s name is even mentioned in the title/index page.

Printed by Benjamin Franklin, but without the imprint...

was the imprint of “B. Franklin”, is not here as it was typically not bound with
the issue since it carried only ads.

This issue is from during the French & Indian War and before all the
oppressive Acts of Parliament of the 1760’s and 1770’s that would create an
irreparable divide between the colonies and England.

Various news items of the day, with half of page 3 and all of page 4 taken up
with ads, evidence of Franklin’s great success as a newspaper publisher.

693726. THE LONDON CHRONICLE, England, April 25, 1758 Pages 5 and 6

have over a full column headed: “America” which begins with some reports from
the Caribbean, then news datelined from Philadelphia noting in part: “...some
men were going into the woods at Fort Edward for fire-wood, they were
surrounded & attacked by a large party of Indians...defended himself with his
forelock against the Indians, as they came up to tomahawk and scalp him, till he
was carried into the fortress; that a corporal & 15 men were killed...a soldier
got into the fort affair being scalped...” and more.

Other fine reporting from the French & Indian War, including: “...that a
part of the Twightwee Indians had lately made a visit to fort Duquesne on the
Ohio & insisted upon living in the Fort...” with more on this. Still other reports
as well.

Pages 7 and 8 contain: “Governor De Lancey’s Speech to the General
Assembly of New York...” which—not surprisingly—deals much with the French
& Indian War. Photos show his full speech.

“...that the Northern Colonies shall raise 20,000 provincials to join a body of
the Kings forces intended to invade Canada & to carry the war into the heart
of the enemy s possessions...great number of troops are going to the eastward,
some to the southward; so that there are three expeditions intended to be carried
on at one and the same time...” and more.

An inside page has half a column with an: “Extract of a Private Letter from
New York” which includes: “...raising a number of provincials. It is said that
there will be 20,000 raised on the continent...and that 18,000 coming from
England will form a body of 60,000; an army sufficient to take Canada with
clubs, as some people imagine...think that at Canada they will meet but with
little opposition & that Cape Breton cannot hold out long against such a
force...” and more.

697973. LONDON CHRONICLE, England, April 14, 1759 Among the front page

news from London is a brief but notable report about the death of George Frederic
Handel, one of the more famous composers of the Baroque era.

Although born in Germany, Handel settled in London in 1712 where he
spent the bulk of his career and became a naturalized British subject in 1727. Her
is perhaps best known for his work “Messiah”.

In his speech he speaks much on the ongoing French & Indian War, noting:
“...the dangers to which our frontiers are exposed by these Indians...not without
hope that this gathering storm may still be dispersed...I am averse to encase, or
even continue, any expenses to this colony that is not absolutely necessary...that
the British nation is actually at this moment expending a very large sum to erect
a strong fort at Pittsburg to defend this and the adjacent colonies from any

Sfuture insult...” with much more.
This is followed by the response of the Virginia Assembly, noting in part:

“.dt is with the utmost concern we see the danger to which the neighboring
colonies of North and South Carolina, and our own frontiers, will be exposed
from the commotions that seem to be rising among the Cherokee Indians...”.
This response carries over to page 2, to which the governor responded, and then
the Assembly’s response again to the governor.

GENTLEMAN’S MAGAZINE, London, October, 1760 Inside has a
notable & lengthy article: “An Account of the Taking of Montreal & the
subjecting all Canada to the Crown of Great Britain, from the Letters of Maj.
Gen. Amherst...”. This report takes over 3 pages.

It is followed by another nice article: “Description of the Town of Mont
Royal, commonly called Montreal...” and this is followed by: “Translation of a
very Extraordinary Letter...Before the Arrival of our Troops at Montreal”. The
corresponding map, “A Particular Map to Illustrated Gen. Amherst’s Expedition
to Montreal with a Plan of the Town & Draught of the Island”, is lacking, as is
the other plate called for.

Among other articles in this issue are: “A Remark upon one part of the
Memoirs of the late Mr. Handel” “The Phenomenon of the Milky Way Accounted
for” “Description of Madagascar” “Lameness Cured by Electricity” “Address of
the City of London on Taking Montreal” and more.

The
one, to vindicate the honour of is country which he thinks has been grossly
insulted; the other to refute opinions which...may be injurious to liberty...only
heard that our committee had called the behaviour of the Northern colonies a
rebellious opposition to authority...” and much more, carrying over to take most
of page 2 and ending with a prophetic statement: “...But [ would not here be
understood to recommend a tame submission to tyranny upon all occasions, for
there have been, & on some future day there may be still, cases which will
Justify resistance as we shall see by and by...”.

Page 2 has a letter which includes: “...4bide no longer with Quakers &
temporizers in the supine & lethargic city of Philadelphia (the shameful seat of
insensibility...) but gloriously united...in personally alarming & heading the
Bostonian Sons of Liberty, that so, with the smiles of Jehovah, they ever may be
ready to spend their ‘life blood’ in the precious cause of pure New England
independent Liberty...” which is signed in type: “A son of Liberty”.

Legislature as an “...attempt to disturb the public
peace...” & which threatened them with dissolution if they would not comply,
prefaced with: “On Saturday last...a very great number of the most respectable
inhabitants of this city...attended at the State House where an address was read
to them...they immediately proceeded to sign them.” and the “Address” begins:
“At a time when the iron rod of power is stretched over us, when not only
claims are set up but acts passed destructive to our liberty, & when ruin is
threatened us, if we dare even to complain, not to be alarmed, argues

in rare newspapers, we have only once had the great fortune to encounter issues of
this very rare title. Although we had sold all years ago, this one has come back to
us.

This extraordinary paper is one of the most bitter political sheets to be
found, issued in London both in defense of American liberty and their cause for
independence, as well as to attack the policies of the King of England. One
scholar noted: “This title, which is of great rarity, contains a remarkable

collection of papers attacking the Ministry & the British Government in terms of

the greatest severity. Indeed, one can hardly believe that in time of war a
publication of such character would be tolerated.”

The editors certainly did not lack courage. The third number was ordered to
be burned but their attacks, centering on the King and the American situation,
only grew bolder & stronger, and continued throughout the duration of the war.

Offered here is issue 5, which has the introductory statement in large type:
“Resistance to Tyrants and he Instruments of Tyranny is Justifiable, and
Warranted, by all the Laws of God and Man.”

This front page begins: “To The People” “At a juncture like the present,
when the national reputation of Britain, as well as her absolute safety stands
tottering on the brink of destruction; when Liberty and Freedom, the great
pillars of the Constitution, are, by force and fraud undermined, and tumbling
into ruins; when the Bloody sword of Tyranny is drawn against America, and
soon to be plunged into the bowels of her innocent inhabitants...” and much
more.

The front page also has: “...letter ...received from Gen. Burgoyne
informing his friends of his arrival at Boston with the Generals Clinton and
Howe...However Gen. Gage & they have determined not to attempt any thing
Sfurther till they know the resolutions of the Continental Congress.” And also:
“...that the Ministry are fully resolved to force the Americans to a legal
submission to the Legislative supremacy of the British Empire...they are
resolved to receive no proposals whatever form that illegal Assembly...” and
more.

Page 2 mentions the arrival in Phila. of John Hancock and Peyton
Randolph: “...fo attend the Congress.” being the historic Second Continental
Congress.

Page 3 is mostly taken up with 3 detailed letters written from Fort
Ticonderoga, the battle there in May being the first offensive victory of the
American forces in the Revolutionary War. Some fine content in the letters. The
great page 3 content continues with a report from Cambridge of an attack upon
Boston Neck, and also mention: “...that the colony troops destined for Canada
under the command of Col. Arnold sailed from Newbury-Port last Tuesday...that
the Canadians, on hearing a report that our troops had taken St. John's,
immediately took possession of the city of Quebec.

in New York preparing to proceed to Jersey...A bridge has been built over the
River Schuylkill...If General Washington be dead, as reported, it is clear that
the American rebellion will not long survive him...” and much more. A great
article.

army, commanded by General Gates...”. This report continues to take two pages
& is signed in type: Cornwallis.

Among other reports in this issue are: “On Negro Slavery” which takes
over a full page; A letter signed in type by: Benjamin Franklin; “Biographical
Memoirs of Dean Stanhope” which includes a full page plate of him, and more.

Much fine war-related content from late in the Revolutionary War...
715579. THE CONNECTICUT GAZETTE & THE UNIVERSAL
INTELLIGENCER, New London, March 30, 1781 The entire front page & half

of page 2 are taken up with “Debates in the British Parliament...” which includes

discussion on the Revolutionary War in America.

A few bits mention: “The taking of Ticonderoga was a splendid affair...we
talk of following up with alacrity, our late victory in Carolina. That victory was

a glorious one...The only fruit of the reduction of Charlestown was the
dangerous situation that led necessarily to the engagement...For no sooner did
Gages appear among the Carolinians than those very men flocked to his
standard who had taken the oaths to our government...the mild nature of Lord
Cornwallis to the necessity of putting them to death...” and more.

War-related content carries over to pages 2 & 3 with some bits including:
“We are well assured that Lord Cornwallis is retreating, and that General
Greene is pursuing him. The militia of Virginia have turned out in great
numbers & with great alacrity they have surpassed the expectations of the most
sanguine. It is said General Greene is much stronger than Cornwallis & the
Baron Steuben...has received orders from him not to join him but to cross over
into North Carolina...”.

Other content, too much to detail here, can be seen in the photos.

Cornwallis surrenders at Yorktown...
686432. THE GENTLEMAN’S MAGAZINE, London, December, 1781
Certainly the most historic report in this issue—and perhaps in any issue from

the Revolutionary War—is that near the back of the issue under the “Historical
Chronicle”. It begins with an editorial comment: “Gen. Washington's letter to
the President of Congress on the surrender of the British army under Lord
Cornwallis is truly characteristic. The whole substance is comprised in the few
words that follow: *“ and what follows is the historic letter datelined “York, Oct.
19, 17817 which begins with the famous sentence: “I have the honour to inform
Congress that the reduction of the British army under the command of Lord
Cornwallis is most happily affected...” followed by further particulars on the
event.

Shortly after this is a note from the House of Lords: “...expressed his
sorrow for the loss we had recently sustained in the capture of Lord Cornwallis
and his army & warmly complimented that noble & gallant commander as well
for his bravery, spirit & good conduct as for his having surrendered on
capitulation in a moment of great exigence & thereby prevented his army from
becoming a sacrifice to the sword...” with a bit more.

There is additional reporting on the Revolutionary War, particularly the
events in Georgia & the Carolinas, including a letter signed by Nath. Greene, as
well as an article on waterspouts with: “...the ingenious speculations of Dr. B.
Franklin of Philadelphia...” on this topic.

Present is the foldout plate showing waterspouts, the only plate called for.

Cornwallis’ intention...  General Greene near Charleston...
716253. THE LONDON CHRONICLE, England, Jan. 12, 1782 Page 2 has a

post-surrender report noting: “...from ...Earl Cornwallis, make mention that it
is not his intention to return to this country until he has effected the entire
exchange of the unfortunate veterans who shared captivity with him at York
Town....".

Most of another page is taken up with a “Chronological Table of Facts in
the Order of Time for the Year 1781 which has many events on the revolutionary
War. It includes: “October 17. Lord Cornwallis began to treat with Gen.
Washington about a surrender at York Town. 19th: Articles of Capitulation
signed between Lord Cornwallis and Gen. Washington...”.

The back page has a report from near the end of the war, noting a ship lost
by Cornwallis, & also that: “...the American army under General Green was in
great force in the neighbourhood of Charlestown, meaning to invest it...” &
more.

714396. THE EDINBURGH EVENING COURANT, Edinburgh, Scotland, June

15, 1782 The front page of this issue has an interesting notice headed: “Seaman
Wanted” to serve on two privateer ships.

The notice feature engravings of the two privateer vessels, plus details about
the weaponry of each, with mention that one “...is a most capital ship, and
during her last cruize captured three rich American vessels.” At the bottom of
the notice is mention that: “A Surgeon is also Wanted.”

There are two other non-privateer ship notices on the front page, each with
an engraving of a ship, one ironically, described as “A Neutral Vessel”.

Very unusual to have two ship engravings in a single notice, and very
uncommon to have a mention of American ships being captured in the ad. Nice to
have on the front page, from the waning days of the Revolutionary War. Front
page also has a red-inked tax stamp in the lower right corner.

Inside has text on a: “Plan of St. Augustine” in Florida, however the map
is lacking. Over 5 pages are taken up with considerable detail on: “Earl
Cornwallis’s Answer to Sir Henry Clinton’s Narrative” concerning the former’s
actions in America during the war.

Other articles from Parliament include: “Trade With America” “The Bill
For Establishing a Provisional Intercourse with America” and: “Provisional
Intercourse With America”.

MISCELLANY, London, September, 1783 A quite scarce title, the first we have
offered in our 50+ years. It existed from July, 1782 thru December, 1783. Crane
& Kaye notes 3 American institutions have holdings of this title.

Of significance is the content near the back, containing 3 of the 4 treaties
that ended the Revolutionary War. England signed a treaty with Spain, France,
and the United Provinces (Netherlands) in order to consummate the formal treaty
with America to end the war.

This issue has those 3 treaties, signed at Versailles and Paris. It also
announces the signing of the treaty with America: “In our retrospect for August
we announced the intended ratification of the Definitive Treaties with France,
Spain and America...letter was received...to inform him that this event had
actually taken place...”.

A bit further on is; “The Definitive Treaty with the United States of
America has not yet been published by authority,; but there is no doubt that it is
exactly conformable to the Preliminary Articles...” with more, as shown in the
photos. Hence, the American treaty is not in this issue.

THE LONDON CHRONICLE, England, Nov. 13, 1783 Page 2 has a
report from Parliament concerning the work on the treaty to end the Revolution-
ary War, which includes a very historic statement. Bits include: “...The
definitive treaties of peace between the Court of Great Britain and those of
France and Spain and the United States of America, had been happily
concluded; by which the seal was put to the pacification that had freed this
country from a calamitous and expensive war...” with a bit more on some
details.

Page 4 has a brief item: “...he did not think proper to defer the signature
of the definitive treaties with the other powers until America and England could
have settled the terms of a commercial treaty; and also, because he was of
opinion that the negociation might be better carried on in London or
Philadelphia than in Paris...”.

through all the peopled territories of the United States...” with much more.

Masthead engraved by Paul Revere & printed by the famed Isaiah Th
694371. THOMAS’S MASSACHUSETTS SPY: OR, WORCESTER

GAZETTE, July 29, 1784 The decorative masthead was engraved by none other
than Paul Revere. Beyond his famous ride just before the battle of Lexington &
Concord, he was an accomplished engraver and silversmith. This is one of just a
few newspaper mastheads he created. Note the very ornate lettering in the title,
bordered by two engravings.

The front page is filled with ads & notices, including 3 books printed by
Isaiah Thomas, perhaps the most celebrated printer of the era. He was no friend to
the British cause, and in 1774 he fled west to Worcester from his home in Boston
to escape British retaliation against his newspaper the Mass. Spy.

Captain James Cook’s voyage...  Print of New Zealand warrior...

714218. THE GENTLEMAN’S MAGAZINE, London, August, 1784 Certainly
the most interesting content in this issue is the great & lengthy text (continued
from the June issue) on a review of a new publication, headed: “Captain Cook’s
Voyage—Relation of the events that led to the murder of Capt. Cook...”. This
report takes nearly 3 pages, portions seen in the photos, and includes the details
of the murder of Capt. Cook by the natives of Hawaii: “... What followed was a
scene of the utmost horror & confusion...having turned about to give his orders
to the boats, he was stabbed in the back & fell with his face into the water. On
seeing him fall, the islanders set up a great shout & his body was immediately
dragged on shore & surrounded by the enemy, who, snatching the dagger out of
each other s hands, shewed a savage eagerness to have a share in his
destruction...”. At this point the article reverts to an overview of Cook’s life,
which is continued in the September issue.

This issue also includes the rare foldout plate showing: “A New Zealand
Warrior in his proper Dress...” as well as a full-figure view of: “A Native Of
Otaheite [present-day Tahiti] in the Dress of his Country”. Included also is the
other plate called for: “Francis I. of France”.

Among other articles within this issue of interest are: “Original Discoverer
of Volcanoes in the Moon” “King Francis I of France” “Story of Quashi, an
African Slave” “Ramsay on African Slavery”, much on “Summary of Proceedings
in the last Session of Parliament”, and also: “Advices from America”.

Franks, Broker” with further details. Franks was a noted Jewish financier.

Pages 2 & 3 have a letter reflecting upon the future prospects of this new
republic. It begins: “America to me appears at present like a vessel of cyder
newly from the press; it has not yet sufficiently fermented to produce a clear
homogenous, palatable body, which time only can effect...” with more.

Page 3 has a report beginning: “A4 correspondent observes with great
pleasure, that the American ladies begin to assume a proper degree of
independence. Hitherto their fashions have been dictated by the belles of Paris
and London...”.

724907. THE MASSACHUSETTS MAGAZINE OR MONTHLY MUSEUM,

Boston, May, 1789 Rarely are we able to offer an American imprint with a period
report of Washington’s inauguration and inaugural address. Great to have this text
in this famous magazine published by perhaps the most renowned printer of the
18th century, Isaiah Thomas, whose private collection become the foundation of

the American Antiquarian Society, the country’s largest repository of pre-1876
printed Americana.

The reporting of this signal event in American history is terrific. The text
includes: “On the 30th of April the great and illustrious WASHINGTON, the
favorite son of liberty, and deliver of his country, entered upon the execution of
the office of First Magistrate of the United States of America...The
ceremony...was truly grand and pleasing...His Excellency was escorted from his
house by a troop of light dragoons...to Federal Hall...when the oath prescribed
by the Constitution was administered to him by the Chancellor of this state,
who then said, ‘Long Live GEORGE WASHINGTON, President of the United
States’, which was answered by an immense concourse of citizens...His
Excellency then made a speech to both houses and then proceeded, attended by
Congress, to St. Paul’s Church where Divine Service was performed...In the
evening a most magnificent & brilliant display of fire works was exhibited...”
with more.

This is immediately followed by: “The PRESIDENT’S SPEECH to both
Houses of Congress” which takes most of this page and most of the facing page as
well, signed by him in type: George Washington. This is then followed by the
address of the House of Representatives to Washington, followed by “The
Answer of the President” signed: G. Washington. Then there is “The Address of
the Senate to the President...in Answer to his Speech to both Houses of
Congress” signed by: John Adams, and followed by “The President’s Reply”
signed: G. Washington. Following this is the “Address of the Citizens of
Alexandria” to George Washington signed by the Mayor, D. Ramsay, with
Washington’s response signed G. Washington. And finally there is the:
“Account of the President’s Reception at Trenton in New Jersey, when on his
way to the Seat of Federal Government, by the Ladies of that place.”

For those who like to display their historic issues the presentation of this
content within this magazine could not be better. Near the back of the issue on a
left hand page is a banner head reading: “Papers Relative to the President of
the Union.” immediately under which is the text relating to the inauguration,
with the balance of the page taken up with the beginning of the inaugural address.
The facing right hand page is almost entirely taken up with the balance of the
inaugural speech with Washington’s signature (in type) near the bottom.

As if this was not sufficient content for one issue, a bit further back in the
magazine under “The Gazette” portion is a great eye-witness account of the
inauguration which vividly portrays all the emotion which was witnessed by
those attending that magnificent occasion. The report is datelined New York,
May 3, and includes: “I was extremely anxious to arrive here...Thursday last,
when the President was qualified in the open gallery of the Congress House in
the sight of many thousand people. The scene was awful, beyond description. It
would seem extraordinary that the administration of an oath, a ceremony so
very common & familiar, should...excite the publick curiosity. But the
circumstance of his election—the impressions of his past services...the
reverential manner in which he bowed down & kissed the sacred volume...one of
the most august & interesting spectacles ever exhibited on this globe. It seemed
from the number of witnesses to be a solemn appeal to Heaven and earth at
once...I confess that was under an awful & religious persuasion, that the
gracious ruler of the universe was looking down at that moment with peculiar
complacency on an act, which to a part of his creatures was so very
important...when the Chancellor pronounced in a very feeling manner, ‘Long
Live George Washington’, my sensibility was wound up to such a pitch that I
could do no more than wave my hat with the rest...” with more.

Beyond this is the report of how the Senate was divided into 3 classes for 2,
4, and 6 year terms in this initial election and how these classes were selected.
Also in this issue is a very nice four page biography of the life of George
Washington titled: “Memoirs of General Washington”.

The two plates called for are present in photocopy, one being an engraving
of: “A North View of Castle William in the Harbour of Boston.”

THE LITERARY MAGAZINE & BRITISH REVIEW, London, July,
1789 One of the less common titles of the 18th century, this magazine is mostly
taken up with—as the title would suggest—Tliterary items and reviews of recent
books. Two articles are: “On the Present State of the Inquisition in Spain” and:
“Electricity & Magnetism Compared”.

But several pages at the back are taken up with the “Monthly Register” of
recent news events. They include some items on the French Revolution.

Great on the beginning of the French Revolution: storming the Bastille...

703755. GAZETTE OF THE UNITED STATES, New York, Sept. 26, 1789
The most notable content is the lengthy, and terrific day-by-day account o the
beginning of the French Revolution with the storming of the Bastille in
Paris. Across France and the rest of Europe the consequences of the Revolution
were huge. There were many new developments including the fall of the
monarchy, changes in society with the rise of the middle class, and the growth of
nationalism.

Beginning on the front page is the report with notes dated July 8, then the
9th, the 11th, the 12th, the 13th, and then with the 14th: “..were then went to
ask arms of M. de Launai, governor of the Bastille: They found a great
collection of people already before the place & they immediately planted a flag
of truce...and in that instant a discharge from the Bastile killed four
people...They took all the arms, discharged the prisoners...cut off their heads &
sent them through the city in triumph to the Palis Royal...” then much, much
more on the events.



Further on: “The demolition of the Bastille is going on, and the malice
Bourgeoise organizing and training...They believe still that 3000 people have
fallen victims to the tumults of Paris...In the storming of the Bastille, the
Governor, the door keeper...were massacred...” and even more.

Pages 2 & 3 have some continued reports on: “Proceedings Of Congress”.
Page 3 has: “Western Posts” beginning: “We have it from good authority, that
THE PRESIDENT of the United Sates has lately dispatched Capt. Guion...to
Canada to inquire of Lord Dorchester whether he has orders to surrender to
the United States the Posts within the territory thereof now garrisoned y British
forces...”.

The entire back page is then up with: “An Act for Registering & Clearing
Vessels, Regulating the Coasting rate, and for Other Purposes”, continued in a
future issue.

Page 3 has an Act of Congress for regulating duties on imports, signed in type:
John Adams, George Washington & Thomas Jefferson.

The back page has a lengthy address from a deputation of the “Society of
Free-Quakers” to President Washington concerning religious and civil liberty. A
gracious reply to this address is signed in type: George Washington.

Rhode Island ratifies the Constitution... Hancock, Jefferson, & Washington...

712367. GAZETTE OF THE UNITED STATES, New York, June 9, 1790

Although a “breaking news’ report appeared in this newspaper a week earlier, the
front page of this issue formally reports the ratification of the Constitution by the
state of Rhode Island, the last of the 13 original colonies to do so.

Most of the middle column of the front page is taken up with the report
headed: “RATIFICATION” which begins: “Saturday night, at eleven o’clock, an
express arrived... from Newport with the important intelligence, that the
CONVENTION OF THIS STATE had ratified the CONSTITUTION...” with
much more as can be seen in the photos. The text of the formal ratification is
signed in type by Daniel Owens, President of the convention.

One-third of page 3 is taken up with an extract of Governor John Hancock’s
speech concerning the Constitution, s few bits including: “We have, by the
blessing of Divine Providence, achieved a situation truly enviable in the eyes of
other nations: Our person and possessions are governed by standing and known
laws, & secured by a Constitution formed by ourselves...The price of our
freedom has been great toil and much expense...we feel as freemen, while the
people of some other countries are oppressed with heavy burthens...” and much
more.

Also on page 3 are 3 Acts of Congress, each signed in type by the
President: George Washington, and the Sec. of State: Thomas Jefferson.

Very significant Judaica report...

712386. GAZETTE OF THE UNITED STATES, New York, June 19, 1790

This is the first known address of a Jewish community to the President
following his election. This very significant pair of letters appears in their entirety
on page 2.

Levi Sheftal, on behalf of the Hebrew Congregation of Savannah,
congratulates President Washington on his election, portions of the letter
including: “We have long been anxious of congratulating you on your
appointment by unanimous approbation to the Presidential dignity of this
country, and of testifying our unbounded confidence in your integrity and
unblemished virtue... Your unexampled liberality and extensive philanthropy have
dispelled that cloud of bigotry and superstition, which has long as a veil shaded
religion...”.

The President responds: “To the Hebrew Congregation of the City of
Savannah” with portions including: “I thank you with great sincerity for your
congratulations on my appointment to the office which I have the honor to hold
by the unanimous choice of my fellow-citizens, and especially the expressions
you are pleased to use in testifying the confidence that is reposed in me by your
congregations... I rejoice that...your brethren will benefit thereby in
proportion...gratefully enjoying those blessings of peace which (under the favor
of heaven) have been attained by fortitude in war, they shall conduct themselves
with reverence to the Deity and charity toward their fellow-creatures. May the
same wonder-working Deity, who long since delivered the Hebrews from their
Egyptian oppressors, planted them in a promised land — whose providential
agency has lately been conspicuous in establishing these United States as an
independent nation — still continue to water them with the dews of heaven and
make the inhabitants of every denomination participate in the temporal and
spiritual blessings of that people whose God is Jehovah.”

This response is signed in type: G. Washington.

Other notable items in this issue pale in comparison to this significant
Judaica report, however, the front page does have a column taken up with an Act
of Congress concerning laws in Rhode Island, signed in type by the President:
George Washington. Rhode Island was the latest of the original 13 colonies to
ratify the Constitution.

First American ships to circumnavigate the world...  George Washington...

Page 2 includes an Act of Congress, headed with an engraving of a heraldic
eagle: "...to enable the officers & soldiers of the Virginia line on Continental
Establishment to obtain titles to certain lands lying northwest of the river Ohio,
between the little Miami and Sciota.” The Act of Congress is signed in type by
the President: George Washington, as well as by John Adams & Thomas
Jefferson.

Page 3 has a report titled: “The Columbia” which notes: “It is with real
pleasure we announce the safe arrival...of the ship Columbia, Capt. Gray, from
a voyage of adventure to the North West Coast of America...The Columbia and
Washington are the first American vessels who have circumnavigated the
globe...” with further details.

It is true that the Columbia, along with the Lady Washington, were the first
American ships to circumnavigate the globe. Another item concerning the
Columbia is in the adjoining column.

The back page has a report from the “Treasury Department” seeking bids for
supplying rations to the mentioned military posts, signed in by Alexander
Hamilton.

Other
articles include: “On the Invention of Porcelain in Europe” “Thoughts on
Education...”, more on the continued article: “History of the American
Revolution” “Strictures on Dr. Brown’s Elements of Medicine” “An Oration on
the History, Culture & Qualities of the Potatoe...” given by Ben Franklin’s
grandson; & much more.

At the back is: “The Chronicle” with the latest news of the day, the most
notable content being two pages on the: “Short account of the present state of the
College, Academy & Charitable School of Philadelphia”, which today is the
University of Pennsylvania with content on its founding in 1749.

The “Tinkers creek coiners” presumably operated out of the swamps of what
is now Tinkers Creek State Park near Hudson, Ohio. This 1830s band of bogus
makers were practically (if not directly) the successors of the ring of blacklegs
mentioned in this 1827 report.

Reinventing the English language...

716261. WECLI FONETIC ADVOCET, Sinsinati, Novembur, Ogust 30, 1850
[Weekly Phonetic Advocate, Cincinnati, Ohio] This is one of the more curious
newspapers of the 19th century.

During this time there was a movement afoot to create a new mode of
writing & spelling: to spell words as they sounded, phonetically. Obviously it
never caught on, but it did result in this unusual newspaper which is almost
entirely written phonetically.

715840. THE DAILY CITIZEN, Vicksburg, Mississippi, July 2 (4), 1863 A
fascinating newspaper and arguably the most famous of any newspaper printed on
Confederate soil, not just for being printed on the back of wallpaper (many others
were as well) but because of the circumstances which surrounded the creation of
this issue.

This newspaper was edited and published by J. M. Swords. As the Union
siege of this strategic city wore on, his supply of paper ran out, so the publisher
resorted to the use of wallpaper, as did several other Southern editors during the
rebellion. On this substitute paper Swords printed the following dates: June 16,
18, 20, 27, 30, and July 2, 1863. Each was a single sheet, four columns wide,
printed on the back of the wallpaper.

On July 4, Vicksburg surrendered, the publisher fled, and the Union forces
found the type of the “Citizen” still standing. They replaced two-thirds of the last
column with other matter already in type, added the note:

“JULY 4, 1863 Two days bring about great changes, The banner of the Union
floats over Vicksburg. Gen. Grant has “caught the rabbit;” he has dined in
Vicksburg, and he did bring his dinner with him. The “Citizen” lives to see it.
For the last time it appears on “Wall-paper.” No more will it eulogize the
luxury of mule-meat and fricasseed kitten - urge Southern warriors to such diet
nevermore. This is the last wall-paper edition, and is, excepting this note, from
the types as we found them. It will be valuable hereafter as a curiosity.”

Evidently, after a few copies (how many is unknown) had been run off; it
was noticed that the masthead title was misspelled as “CTIIZEN.” The error was
corrected, although the other typographical errors were allowed to stand, and the
rest of the edition printed.

There is a seemingly period penciled note at the blank, top margin, which
adds a bit of quaintness & authenticity to the issue, hence not erased. It mentions
in part: “Preserve this paper.”

Because of the tremendous historic nature & curiosity value of this
newspaper, it is not surprising that it has been reprinted many times. Great care
must be taken to ensure a genuine issue. The Library of Congress has a check
sheet against which issues can be examined to verify authenticity. This issue is
genuine and the Library of Congress check sheet is included.

The issue measures 12 by 19 1/4 inches, extremely little wear, with ample
margins. There is a tiny hole at a fold juncture in the bottom quadrant. The
wallpaper design on the reverse is a decorative pattern with blue and blood-red
ink.

Brigham Young would be next...
707058. NEW YORK TIMES, Oct. 29, 1871 Page 5 has a very significant report
on Mormon history. The article is headed: “Mormon Difficulties” with subheads:
“Sentence of Hawkins for Polygamy—Aurrest of Several of the Elders for
Murder—Warrants Issued for the Arrest of Brigham Young for the Same Cause”.

This was Thomas Hawkins, the polygamist, his being the very first case of
federal prosecution for polygamy in Utah Territory. Much of the article is taken up
with the talk of Chief Justice McKean to Hawkins.

Itincludes: “"Thomas Hawkins, I am sorry for you—very sorry; you may
not think so now, but I shall try to make you think so by the mercy which II shall
show you...At length, however, the evil spirit of polygamy tempted and possessed
you, then happiness departed from your household; and now obey the complaint
of your faithful wife & the verdict of a law-abiding jury. You stand at this bar a
convicted criminal...” with more, including: "...The judgment of the Court is
that you be fined $500 and that you be imprisoned at hard labor for the term of
three years.”

This case set a precedent and just days later Mormon prophet Brigham
Young was indicted under a similar process for similar charges.

The article continues noting in part: “Contrary to all expectations, there
was little or no excitement in the court room...A warrant was out for the arrest
of Orson Hyde, one of the twelve apostles...but he eluded the deputies who were
sent to arrest him...Warrants are out for the arrest of Brigham Young and his
son Joseph on a charge of murder, in having ordered the killing of Richard
Yates The indictments on all these murder cases are understood to be founded
upon the testimony of Bill Hickman, who was once what is termed by the
Gentiles a “Danite” or secret agent of the Mormon authorities.”

716209. SAN DIEGO BULLETIN, California, Feb. 13, 1872 This is the first
issue published of the daily paper, the volume 1, number 1 issue. It was preceded
by almost 3 years by the weekly edition. It also was very short-lived, existing
only thru July 23, 1872, with the weekly paper ceasing publication at the same
time. Given this, it is rare to find any issues.

Carson City is named for the famed mountain man Kit Carson & is about
30 miles south of Reno.

The city has served as the capital of Nevada since
statehood in 1864.

When silver was king...

707129. LYON COUNTY TIMES, Silver City, Nevada, June 1, 1878 Wikipedia
offers much information on this early mining town: Silver City was established
in 1859, named for the silver deposits discovered in the area. Through this
narrow gorge thousands of travelers passed on their way to the silver mines of the
Comstock Lode.

By 1861, the town had four hotels, multiple saloons and boarding houses,
and a population of 1,200. The town was the site of the Comstock’s first silver
mill—Paul’s Pioneer. During the 1870s, additional mills were built and by
1871, Silver City had eight mills.

The population began to decline after the Virginia and Truckee Railroad was
completed in 1869. Construction workers left the area, taking their business with
them. Today the population is about 155.

This newspaper would move to Dayton, Nevada in 1880. The content is
much as would be expected of a mining town newspaper.

Williams turned the paper over to Matilda Joslyn Gage, a leading suffragist,
who moved it to Syracuse, New York, and called it the National Citizen and
Ballot Box.”

This was obviously a newspaper focused on what was the lost cause of the
Southern Confederacy.

697701. THE PRATTSBURGH NEWS, New York, Feb. 15, 1883 A volume 2
issue of this Upstate New York town. Various news and ads of the day.

Gunfight at the OK Corral, and much more...

716242. HARPER’S NEW MONTHLY MAGAZINE, New York, March, 1883 A
great issue with much reporting on some of the romance of the Old West. The
first article in the issue, “Across Arizona”, takes 16 pages and is quite detailed,
containing eleven prints, including “Norton’s Landing on the Colorado River” a:
“Map of Southern Arizona” “Pasqual, the Yuma Chief” “Yuma Indians At
Home” a distant view of “Tombstone”, a full-figure print of: “Ed Schieffelin®,
an Indian scout and prospector who discovered silver in the Arizona Territory
which led to the founding of Tombstone; “Mission Church of San Xavier Del
Bac near Tucson” “Apache Prisoners at Camp Lowell” “Street View In Tucson”
and more.

Text is terrific on the early years of Arizona, and includes talk of Billy the
Kid and Curley Bill, plus a good report of the gun fight at the OK Corral, with
mention of Wyatt Earp and Doc Holliday, Ike Clanton, and the McLowry
brothers, as well as an illustration captioned: “The Sheriff of Tombstone & His
Constituents.”

One portion reads: “...Our visit happened to be timed upon the heels of a
conflict making the most tragic page yet written in the annals of
Tombstone...City Marshal Earp, with his two brothers, and one ‘Doc’ Holliday,
a gambler came down the street armed with rifles & opened fire on the two
Clanton brothers & two McLowry brothers...Three of them fell & died on the
spot ‘Ike’ Clanton alone escaped...” with more.

The front page has nearly 1 1/3 columns taken cup with: “The Wham
Trial” “ ‘Frankie’ Campbell Relates Her Experience With the Robbers”.

Washington Wham & his military escort.

The ftpg. also has a nice headed: “$500 REWARD” noting in part: “..for
the apprehension & evidence that will lead to the conviction of each & every
person engaged in the murder of Judson White...”. Page 3 has a similar:
“Reward Proclamation” for: “...the above-mentioned Indians...if captured or
arrested alive...” with much more.

Quite rare, as Gregory’s
“History & Bibliography of American Newspapers” notes only two institutions as
having any issues, one of which deaccessioned their holdings. This issue is from
that institution (Bancroft Library).

Short-lived title from Texas... Large map of the Brazos...
716228. VELASCO DAILY TIMES, Texas, Feb. 28, 1892 A rare title as it

existed for less than six months.

Velasco was a town in Texas that was later annexed by the city of Freeport.
Founded in 1831, Velasco is situated on the east side of the Brazos River four
miles from the Gulf of Mexico. The town’s early history is closely tied with the
Battle of Velasco and the Texas Revolution.

THE DETROIT NEWS, December 9, 1935 There was considerable
controversy in the United States preceding the 1936 Olympics as to whether the
games should be boycotted due to Hitler’s Nazi regime and its treatment of Jews
and non-Ayran races. There were many individuals and groups vigorously
arguing for a boycott, while others felt politics should play no part in the
Olympic Games.
