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A Firm Foundation: Whether you're a beginner or a "veteran” ringer, this class will teach (or remind) you what to do before you ever pick up a bell or chime. Learn ergonomic techniques to help you not only "survive" those long rehearsals, concerts, and day-long ringing festivals, but also do so without pain or soreness. Ringers will be introduced to the "Three S's": Stance, Seat and Stroke, and will focus on developing a relaxed ringing style to help control the bell, ring dynamically and make beautiful music. Instructor: Diane Barnes
Mastering the Art of Weaving: Weaving cloth involves interlacing threads to form a cohesive whole.  Weaving handbells is a motion that may resemble interlacement, but is a move used to play musically while handling more bells than a traditional choir assignment usually require. Weaving is a skill that should be acquired by all ringers. Instructor: Cyndy Patterson

Read and Ring For All: Preview original works and arrangements by some of your favorite handbell composers/arrangers.  The music ranges from Level 2 to Level 3, many of the titles available in 2-3 octave arrangements. Director: Shelly Siemer 
 Rhythm’s Gonna Get Ya!: There is a fundamental necessity to have rhythmic accuracy while playing bells. Explore tips and tricks to make your sense of rhythm even stronger, get a rhythm right every single time, and ways to practice any rhythm in a piece of handbell music without holding a single bell.  Instructor: Matthew Compton
The Next Level (Beyond the Black and White): We commonly find ourselves settling into the same old habits with our ensembles and it seems like we become stagnant and we stop improving. It’s more than just the notes we play, the techniques we use, and the people in our ensembles. In this class, see what it means to push yourself or your ensemble to the next level of ringing and going beyond the black and white in the music. Instructor: Matthew Compton

Beginning Ensemble Ringing: Instructor: Members of Emerald City Ringers

Beyond mezzo-forte:  Implementing dynamics – Dynamics make music come alive. It’s not a question of brute force, but of technique, bell position, and movement. Learn the secret that helps sopranos hit the high notes, and percussionists (that’s us!) play louder. The director asks you to “bring out the melody;” can you do it? How do you differentiate an accent from a tenuto, or place your note in the middle of a crescendo? All will be revealed in this hands-on class. Instructor: Nancy Kirchner

4-in-Hand Beginner to Intermediate Level - After covering the basics of shelly and classic "ring and knock" four-in-hand (including damping, notation, and preventing injury), we'll cover other ways of ringing multiple bells in hand.  As time permits, topics may include combo ring (ringing bells together in "ring and knock" position), alternate shelly (ringing bells separately in shelly position), interlocked four-in-hand, traveling four-in-hand, and picking up setups with the opposite hand.   If possible, wear gloves without dots and bring 4 small bells (C6 or higher) with you. Instructor: Nancy Kirchner

Handbells In Worship: Explore the many ways to incorporate handbells in worship beyond the anthem.  Instructor Wendy Goodheart

Planting Bell Trees: Participants will learn the basics of playing the bell tree, including equipment (besides the bells, of course), music, and bell set-up. Several pieces of music will be offered to learn on site so that musicians can walk out of class with the initial part under their belt and on the road to playing for others. Instructor: Julie Hunziker

Techniques and Notation: What are all those symbols in your music and what are you supposed to do when you see one? Learn how to properly and safely execute stopped techniques and other special techniques that lend so much color to our handbell arrangements and compositions.
