General Updates:

· Continuing with key programs and service such as Sources of Strength, C.H.A.M.P.S and Youth Job Fair.

· Updating our Camden Resource Director and continued development of the CFC internal processes.

· Tabletalk: CFC asked the attendees to continue to submit any of their activities or services for input into the monthly issue of Tabletalk.
Collaborative Partner Updates

Camden Chamber of Commerce- Hosting a “Business After Hours” February 21 at North Star and sponsored by TDS.
Camden Co. Health Department – The health department is in the process of developing new child and adult health programs which will be coming out soon. The WIC program caseload is down and they are open for referrals to take on additional clients.

Camden Co. Schools-  The schools are partnering with Chick fila to provide scholarships and sponsor a 5K run; Night school classes are available for GEDs.

Camden Head Start/Coastal GA Action Authority – In need of donations for playground equipment. They are always in need of volunteers.  Shared they just celebrate their 52nd anniversary of being in business.

Camden House- March 7th is “Walk a mile in her shoes” and they are looking for walkers and sponsors to provide “swag bag” items; The 8th Annual Camden House Gold Tournament will be on Sunday, March 24th, at the Osprey Cove Clubhouse; Camden House is in need of the following donated items for their residents:  baby wipes, shoes, book bags, kids’ underwear (all sized), newborn clothes, diapers sizes 4-6, toys for children ages 9-14. Any donations would be appreciated.
Care Source – Offers life coach services which includes workforce development, job fairs to support educational and employment goals. They are hosting the “Love & Soul Family Festival”, March 9th in Savannah.

McKinney Medical- Provides medical, dental and psychiatric resources to the insured and uninsured.  Also provides some transportation for services. In July 2019 they will be hosting an immunization drive
Sapp and Bruce Consulting- Sponsoring and giving tips by providing workshops at the St. Marys Library.  Putting together a Hopefulness presentation.  Flyers on dates of workshops were handed out. Dr. Sapp also stated they are available to speak to groups such as churches, schools, etc.
Safe Harbor-  Looking for sponsors for Woodbine 5K.
Troy University- Partners with Camden County and provides educational scholarships for partner members/employees.

WellCare of GA- Partners to get information out to seniors about resources available to Medicare recipients. Always looking for partner referrals and to refer partners to available resources.

Work source- Looking for employer partnerships. They have a workforce grant which supports providing training for high demand careers in the Camden area.
