General Updates:

· Collaborative Board Chair (CBC) Election Results: Waldron Hamilton announced the CBC election results were in and Rachel Baldwin is the new CBC. · Community Resource Fair: Dana O’Quinn announced a collaborative effort with the Camden County Public Library to host a community resource fair on June 10, 2019.  The fair is open for all collaborative members to exhibit and share about the services they provide in the community.  The Collaborative was given a registration form to use to sign up to participate as an exhibitor.  The cost to exhibit is $15 prior to May 10 and $25 thereafter – Note: Any agency not able to pay the cost may request a waiver of the fee. Collaborative Partner Updates

McKinney Medical – McKinney’s referrals are increasing and as such they are looking for additional building space to accommodate their expansion of services and consumers

Coastal GA Area Community Action Authority – Hosting resume workshops in May.  Professional Development workshops will be announced soon.  CCGA has partnered with a realtor and lender to develop a homebuyers’ workshop and they are looking for space to conduct a class in June/July timeframe.

They are still looking for volunteers and employees for the summer lunch program in Camden County.

Camden Co. Chamber of Commerce – The Chamber is hosting an afterhours on April 18 with Camden Pharmacy and Urgent Care. Leadercast training at Southeast Community Church on May 10, 2019 and are looking for sponsors and attendees.

DFCS -  Reported they have hired 2 new case managers and a supervisor.  There are currently around 110 kinds in care and over 20 ready for adoption.

Coastal Area Agency on Aging – Hosting 6 weeks of workshops in on Chronic Disease self-management

Camden County Public Library – Hosts pre-k through adults’ program and they are currently looking to fill a teen coordinator position.  Interested applicants must be between the ages of 16-19 yrs old.

IPE – Hosting a Camden Teen Summit on April 23, 2019. Hosting a suicide prevention workshop on April 29, 2019. Continuing to do free mental health screenings.

Camden Co. Schools – Partnering with other stakeholders to host a back to school drive which will include immunization drive, collection of schools supplies, etc.  Date TBD.

Worksource – Looking for 36 graduating youth to sponsor to work 30 hours a week. Worksource will pay the hourly rate ($9) and can also provide child care and transportation assistance.  Please call 912-275-7379 before May 1st to sign up.

Girl Scouts – Recruiting all year. There is a $25-member fee but they also have financial aid for those who may need it.
