In the Episcopal tradition, the ministry of The Reconciliation of a Penitent (as defined in the Book of Common Prayer) “is the
rite in which those who repent of their sins may confess them to God in the presence of a priest and receive the assurance of
pardon and the grace of absolution” (p. 861). It is often referred to as “private confession.” Reconciliation (ot private confession)
will be offered by the Rev. Dr. Robyn Neville in the Chapel every Friday in the liturgical season of Lent, from 10 a.m. to 12
noon, by appointment, starting on Friday, March 7. This is offered only by appointment. To make an appointment, please
email Rev. Robyn directly at rneville@st-gregorys.com, ot you may call her direct line at the church office at 561-931-3455.
