2 of us attended 
Princeton, 1 attended Harvard, 1 attended Yale, 1 attended Brown, 1 
attended Stanford, 1 attended Georgetown, 1 attended Villanova, 1 
attended Virginia Tech, 1 attended 
Northeastern, 1 attended Bowdoin, 2 
attended Maryland and 1 attended 
Miami.
