In this regard, we would like to emphasize the following: 

-All worship services, including those on Good Friday and Easter Sunday will only be with the priest and the 

singers. 
-You can come to church during non-service times for individual visits. 

- Those who wish to receive communion can do so on Holy Saturday from 11 am to noon, as well as Easter 

Sunday from 11 am to noon. 
- You can visit the church to pray individually and light candles on Good Friday, Holy Saturday and Easter 

Sunday from 12-3 pm. 

- Please do not touch or kiss the icons, the shroud or any other things in the church - bowing before these items 

shows respect. 
- There can be no more than 5 people in a church at a time unless it is a multi-member family who live in the 

same household. 

- Please do not bring colored eggs or food on Easter. There will be no traditional lunch or Easter egg 
distributing.
