Anyone transporting a lactating animal in Canada needs to meet specific requirements
to make sure the animal is fit for the intended journey.

Step 1: Assess the lactating animal before transporting it

Is the animal comfortable, with no signs of pain or udder engorgement?
(signs of engorgement can include hardness, redness,
pain, and heat of the udder)
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Move on E to Step 2
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Step 2: Assess the risk factors related to lactation during transport
