o Families who have lost their children, teachers, grandparents and other loved
ones to armed shooters at a church potluck in Alabama, a Texas elementary
school, a supermarket in Buffalo and at least 12 other shootings in the last
month. Prayers, please, for others who previously lost children and loved ones in
similar tragedies, as these shootings bring back horrifying memories.

o Each of the families in need who received our lovingly packed bag of food in
recent weeks

» Each of the organizations that has received our altar flowers

o The people of Ukraine whose nation is still being bombed and invaded. Pray for
peace and pray for those who have been or will be displaced or injured. Pray for
the families who have already lost loved ones, along with their homes, jobs and
lives they have built over the years.

« All those still recovering from natural disasters: tornadoes, storms, floods, fires
and earthquakes.

« Everyone impacted in some way by COVID-19 and its variants: sickness, death,
loss of jobs and business, evictions, mental health, addictions and hungry
families. Despite the fact that our numbers are not high here at the moment,
there are other areas of the country where the hospitals are still flooded with
COVID ICU patients and people are still dying.

o The people of Haiti, who are STILL recovering from an earthquake, a tropical
storm, assassination of their president, violence, political unrest and hunger. The
large number of gangs that have taken control of the country has made it difficult
to go out in public, go shopping, or go to work anymore.

o The people of Cuba who are lacking food and medicine, experiencing political
unrest, and a surge in COVID cases, including our own sister church in Biran.
Please pray for our sister church. They pray for us every day.

« Political strife within our own country, challenging our leaders and the people of
our nation.

o Our church, our Pastor, our Bishop, our District Superintendent, and our
denomination.

o Everyone on our “church family” prayer list (see list in the Eblast)

e Our healthcare workers and first responders who put their lives on the line every
day for us, as they serve people in our community.

« All those struggling and overwhelmed throughout these difficult times - for
courage, strength, and peace, as they maneuver through the challenges (Some are
on the prayer list, and others are not.)
