From Washington, DC 
 
Take US Route 50 East for 35 miles  
Get off on Rowe Blvd., Exit 24. 
Take Rowe Blvd 0.6 miles to  TAYLOR AVE 
Make a right turn onto TAYLOR AVE. 
Go 0.3 miles and turn right into Gate 5 of Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium 
and enter the parking lot. 
Go straight the Blue Angel will be on your right 
 
From Baltimore 
 
Take either I-97 South or MD Rt 2 South for 26 miles 
Get off on Rowe Blvd., Exit 24. 
Take Rowe Blvd 0.6 miles to  TAYLOR AVE
