Travel Information:

All presenters are responsible for making their own travel arrangements including hotel reservations. The FNCAC will reimburse actual travel expenses after the conference according to the State of Florida travel reimbursement rates outlined below. When traveling, you must use the least expensive form of transportation available. After the conference, we will need you to submit an FNCAC speaker Request for Reimbursement form for all travel expenses (airfare, hotel etc.). These forms will be available at the conference registration desk or they can be emailed to you. No expenses will be reimbursed without submitting a reimbursement form and the proper receipts. All travel reimbursements must be submitted within 45 days after date of travel.

Airfare
You will be reimbursed at the lowest cost non-refundable roundtrip coach ticket between your point of origin and Orlando.  (Receipt required)
Lodging

      
Reimbursement for lodging is limited to the night before your workshop, if you are presenting during the morning session, or to the night of your workshop, if you are presenting in the afternoon.  Any additional nights requested must be approved by FNCAC in writing in advance. (Receipt required)
Ground Transportation
You will be reimbursed for shuttle service between the airport and the hotel. Taxi fare, when public transportation is not reasonably available, is reimbursable.  Please note that Disney’s Magical Express shuttle is free of charge for your transportation needs. (Receipt required) 

Mileage/Rental
Reimbursement of miles traveled by personal car will be at the rate 0.445 per mile or at the cost of an airline ticket, if less expensive.  Mileage is calculated according to the official state of Florida map mileage listed with the Florida Department of Transportation.  Again, you must use the least expensive form of transportation available; renting a car may be less expensive If requesting mileage reimbursement, you must attach the Map Quest printout.
Meals

Presenters are responsible for all meals not provided by the conference.  Lunch will be provided by the conference on August 5th and 6th for presenters and conference attendees only.
What to Expect:

All presenters must check in at the conference registration desk when you arrive.
