America. This position will support the general life of the congregation and it's specific
sabbatical activities including special worship activities and congregational book study
organized and led by the Sabbatical Activities Team. The sabbatical activities are part of
the Lily Foundation’s Clergy Renewal grant and a portion of this position is grant
funded.
