        Promoting and Protecting the Health of Delaware County

Dear Municipal Leader, 

May 1st, 2024 is the start of the Mosquito-borne Disease Control Program. Delaware County has been a part of this program for many years. Now under the direction of the Delaware County Health Department, Environmental Health Division, and the Department of Environmental Protection, DCHD will conduct Integrated Mosquito Management for the 2024 season. 

Integrated Mosquito Management includes Mosquito Surveillance, Public Outreach/Education, Adult Sampling Larval Sampling, Source Reduction, Larval Control and Adult Control. We work in partnership with the DEP to monitor the risk for vector-borne illnesses within our communities and we use these methods to control mosquito populations for the protection of public health and so the community can enjoy outdoor spaces with minimal irritation. 

During surveillance, we use two types of mosquito traps, Gravid and BG. Most often, traps are placed in high breeding areas, away from residential homes. The flyer attached shows each trap and defines our work for the season.

We have included with this letter information on West Nile Virus and other vector-borne disease, how to help minimize vector habitats and how you can help control mosquito populations. Please feel free to share with your staff and communities. 

If you are interested in learning more about the DCHD’s Mosquito-borne Disease Control Program you can schedule an outreach event with our Outreach Technician. Outreach presentations provide detail about the program, show surveillance data from previous years, provide information about mosquito surveillance and treatment, and include ways for residents to limit the mosquito population and protect themselves from mosquito bites.
