Want to Make Bible Reading a Priority in the New Year?

Some suggestions:

* Attend Sunday morning faith education at 9:45 am and/or a
small group Bible study, such as men’s or women’s Bible
studies or the Thursday Community Bible Study 1 to 2 pm
in person or by Microsoft Teams.

* Read and study Matthew’s Gospel, used for worship this year.

* Set aside a place at home to read the Bible (maybe with a table,
chair, candle, notebook for writing your thoughts) and
encourage your family to spend time with God in scripture
and prayer.

* Set aside a time each day, maybe mealtimes or bedtimes, for
family devotions. As a family, share highs and lows for the
day, read scripture, discuss, and say a prayer.

* Check out the “5 x 5 x 5 Bible Reading Plan” to read through
the New Testament in a year OR the “Read the Bible in
One Year” plan at the Welcome table OR find a Bible
reading plan in your study Bible. Commit yourself to it. For
more info, ask Pastor John

* Use a “Christ in Our Home” daily devotional.
