Today is the Second Sunday in Lent, a season of reflection
and repentance as we walk with Jesus toward his suffering and
death on the cross. Today’s gospel tells of Jesus’ conversation
with Pharisee Nicodemus about life in the Spirit and the
kingdom of God. As we journey through Lent, we’re
encouraged to practice three Lenten disciplines: fasting (giving
up something that is distracting us from a deeper relationship
with God), almsgiving (taking on acts of loving service that draw
us closer to God), and prayer (connecting to the source of life).

Prayer ministers are available to pray one on one with
individuals during Holy Communion and after worship.
