Arecent VFC Newsletter implied that the rules for VFC eligibility had substantially
changed. While this information hasn’t been received yet officially from the
Department of Community Health, the GA AAP provided this update to ensure
practices had this information as soon as possible.

UPDATE: | have received many questions regarding, Expansion of Definition of Underinsured
for Patient Eligibility for Vaccines. | was on the DPH Public Health Immunization Coordinator
meeting yesterday and | was informed that the state is getting clarification on this topic from CDC
and NCIRD.

This was discussed on the call:

Expansion of Definition of Underinsured for Patient Eligibility for Vaccines —is only for adults (317
funds) not childhood vaccine (VFC). The explanation, for adults, if the only reason the patient
must pay a fee is because of the administration of the vaccine(s), then that patient is

underinsured. If coming in for a well visit, collecting a copay is acceptable because other services
are provided during the visit (more clarification to come).

Thus, NO CHANGES HAVE BEEN MADE TO VFC regarding underinsured for patient eligibility for
vaccines. Business as usual.
