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Since Respiratory Syncytial Virus (RSV) continues to circulate in the U.S., I would like to share important
recommendations from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) regarding the appropriate RSV
disease protection to ensure infants are protected during the RSV season.

RSV is seasonal, with infections peaking at certain times throughout the year. A typical RSV season runs roughly
from fall through spring, with some exceptions, such as in Florida and Hawaii, where the RSV season may start
earlier. In most of the continental US, RSV typically peaks between December and January. !

Based on the CDCs recommendations on the end-of-season administration of Beyfortus® (nirsevimab-alip) 50mg
and 100mg and Abrysvo® (Respiratory Syncytial Virus Vaccine), please see below:

Abrysvo

o Abrysvo is a vaccine indicated for pregnant individuals at 32 through 36 weeks gestational age for the
prevention of lower respiratory tract disease (LRTD) and severe LRTD caused by respiratory syncytial
virus (RSV) in infants from birth through 6 months of age®

o CDC recommends Abrysvo should be administered from September 1 through January 31 in most of the

Beyfortus

o Beyfortus is indicated for the prevention of respiratory syncytial virus (RSV) lower respiratory tract disease

in';

o Neonates and infants born during or entering their first RSV season.
o  Children up to 24 months of age who remain vulnerable to severe RSV disease through their
second RSV season.

o CDC recommends Beyfortus should be administered from October 1 through March 31 in most of the
continental U.S.* Infants born during this seasonal administration window should receive Beyfortus within
1 week after birth, ideally during birth hospitalization. Throughout March any eligible infant or young child
who has not yet received a recommended dose should receive Beyfortus at the earliest opportunity.?

*CDC Timing of administration for RSV immunization may differ in certain areas. Refer to the most current CDC immunization schedule for
additional immunization considerations.
