PROGRESSIVE 1 Age4-8

The 1st level of progressive tennis uses larger decompressed balls to allow for easier exchanges, 19" to 21” racquets for better control, mini
sized nets and a smaller 12-meter court, which is proportional to the size of the student. This program is now offered 4 x per week. Choose the
day(s) you would like. When: Tuesday 6:30pm - 7:30pm, Thursday 6:30pm - 7:30pm, Saturday 12:30pm - 1:30pm, Sunday 12:30pm - 1:30pm.
Cost: Session 1: $270 (1 day). Session 2: $295 (1 day). Session 3: $180 (1 day).

PROGRESSIVE 2 Ages8-10

The 2nd level of progressive tennis uses a normal sized tennis ball of 50% less compression than a regular ball to allow players to acquire the
required skills at this stage of development. 23" to 25" racquets are used and the court is a % court size, which is 18 meters long. Players can
sign up for 1 or 2 x per week. When: Saturday 1:30 - 3pm and / or Sunday 1:30 - 3pm.

PROGRESSIVE 3 Age 10-13

The 3rd level of progressive tennis uses a normal sized tennis ball, but with 25% less compression. Players graduate to a 26" to 27" racquet and
a full sized tennis court.

ACE's International Team Program targets players wishing to reach their full potential by providing an option which meets the training requirements
and integrated team approach of High Performance players. Players will participate in a semi-private training program designed to complement
the afternoon group training content and address individual needs. Head coaches will assign an assistant coach to implement the structured Team
Program, and will monitor the program with the player’s private coach. Players will also receive tennis specific on court movement training, individual
fitness, annual plans, coaching at selected tournaments, access to a mental training program and use of ACE Replay. Extra individual training will
be available. Minimum participation is for 2 x per week (2 x tennis with 2-3 players which includes fitness). Programs can be customized to add
additional training based on player needs. When: Program operates from 6am to 8am weekdays depending on players and coach availability
Cost: 2 x per week starts at $4,200 which includes Toronto Tennis City membership and walk-on privileges.
