THE GOOD NEWS 
 
Priest:  The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John (10:1-10) 
All:  Glory to you, Lord Christ. 
 
Jesus said, “Very truly, I tell you, anyone who does not enter the sheepfold by the gate but 
climbs in by another way is a thief and a bandit. The one who enters by the gate is the 
shepherd of the sheep. The gatekeeper opens the gate for him, and the sheep hear his voice. 
He calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. When he has brought out all his own, he 
goes ahead of them, and the sheep follow him because they know his voice. They will not 
follow a stranger, but they will run from him because they do not know the voice of 
strangers.” Jesus used this figure of speech with them, but they did not understand what he 
was saying to them. 
 
So again Jesus said to them, “Very truly, I tell you, I am the gate for the sheep. All who came 
before me are thieves and bandits; but the sheep did not listen to them. I am the gate. 
Whoever enters by me will be saved, and will come in and go out and find pasture. The thief 
comes only to steal and kill and destroy. I came that they may have life, and have it 
abundantly.”

So come to this table— not because you’ve earned it, not because you’ve got it all together, 
but because you’re hungry… hungry for grace, for peace, for the embrace of a Father who 
has been waiting for you all along. 
 
This is the table where shame has no seat, where striving ends, and love is poured out like 
wine. Come. Let yourself be fed. Let yourself be known. Let yourself be fathered by God. 
The table is ready. And so is the Father’s love. 
 
The Priest says: 
Loving God, we remember that on the night before he died, Jesus sat at a table with his 
friends. He took bread, gave thanks, broke it, and gave it to them, saying, “This is my 
Body, given for you. Do this to remember me.” 
 
Then he took the cup of wine, gave thanks, and shared it, saying, “This is my Blood, 
poured out for you and for all, for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, 
remember me.” 
 
Send your Holy Spirit upon this bread and this cup, that they may be for us the Body and 
Blood of Christ. And as we receive them, may we be filled with your love, 
renewed by your grace, and made one with Christ and one another. All this we ask in the 
name of Jesus, our Savior and our Friend.
