A READING FROM THE BOOK OF GENESIS (18:1-15) 
 
The Lord appeared to Abraham by the oaks of Mamre, as he sat at the entrance of his tent in the heat 
of the day. He looked up and saw three men standing near him. When he saw them, he ran from the 
tent entrance to meet them, and bowed down to the ground. He said, “My lord, if I find favor with 
you, do not pass by your servant. Let a little water be brought, and wash your feet, and rest 
yourselves under the tree. Let me bring a little bread, that you may refresh yourselves, and after that 
you may pass on—since you have come to your servant.” So they said, “Do as you have said.” And 
Abraham hastened into the tent to Sarah, and said, “Make ready quickly three measures of choice 
flour, knead it, and make cakes.” Abraham ran to the herd, and took a calf, tender and good, and gave 
it to the servant, who hastened to prepare it.

Beloved, Jesus often met people at tables— not to judge them, but to welcome them. To 
break bread. To remind them they belonged. To show them the Father’s love. 
 
So come to this table— not because you’ve earned it, not because you’ve got it all together, 
but because you’re hungry… hungry for grace, for peace, for the embrace of a Father who 
has been waiting for you all along. 
 
This is the table where shame has no seat, where striving ends, and love is poured out like 
wine. Come. Let yourself be fed. Let yourself be known. Let yourself be fathered by God. 
The table is ready. And so is the Father’s love. 
 
The Priest says: 
Loving God, we remember that on the night before he died, Jesus sat at a table with his 
friends. He took bread, gave thanks, broke it, and gave it to them, saying, “This is my 
Body, given for you. Do this to remember me.”
