e Preferably be available to attend weekly staff meeting (currently Monday mornings)

Qualifications

e Faithful Christian who is knowledgeable of the Episcopal tradition (or willing to learn) and
comfortable discussing faith with children and youth

e Ability to provide creative insight into the vision for Christian formation ministries for
children and youth

e Ability to develop age-appropriate, positive relationships with children, youth and parents

e Ability and willingness to engage with peers at other churches and the Diocese

e Familiar with or willing to learn about Catechesis of the Good Shepherd faith formation
model for children
