LAST TIME OUT: Cam Eden singled, walked, and scored a run, but the Fisher Cats fell 7-1 to Altoona in the
series opener last night at Delta Dental Stadium. The Fisher Cats scored its run in the bottom of the sixth inning,
starting the inning with consecutive walks drawn by Eden and Spencer Horwitz. A fielder's choice by Orelvis
Martinez and a wild pitch brought New Hampshire back to 3-1 at the time. Altoona responded with two runs in
the seventh and eighth to pull away. Jared Triolo homered in the 8t for the Curve. Hayden Juenger (0-4) took
the loss, working the first two innings in his 13t start of the season.

WHO’S HOT: Spencer Horwitz went 1-for-3 with a walk and now has hits in 15 of his last 16 starts. Blue Jays
30" ranked prospect (MLB Pipeline) is hitting .377 with a .514 OBP in June to lead all of Double-A in both
categories this month (20 hits — 5 doubles- 3 homers and 16 walks)....Rafael Lantigua leads the Fisher Cats with
14 multi-hit games. He had a pair of doubles on Sunday and five two-baggers in the Somerset series. Will
Robertson has the longest active hit streak on the team at four games and has hits in 10 of his last 11 starts.

WHAT DO YOU SAY, PONCE: Reliever Gabriel Ponce was promoted to Triple-A Buffalo on Friday, and he has
made two appearances without allowing a run. He finished out his time at Double-A on a dominant stretch. In his
last seven appearances, he threw 17.0 consecutive innings without allowing an earned run. The last earned run
Ponce gave up was May 14 versus Binghamton, and one unearned run scored in his appearance at Akron on May
27. In his last seven appearances, Ponce has allowed seven hits, walked four and struck out 16. His WHIP in 11.0
innings of work in June is 0.45. At the time of his promotion, Ponce was first on the team in WHIP (0.84) among
players with 15+ innings of work.

EVERYBODY LOVES CURVE BASEBALL: New Hampshire plays host to Altoona, the Pirates Double-A, for the
first time since May 21-23, 2019. This is the first team in the Southwest Division to visit Manchester this year.
New Hampshire will host Erie, Richmond and Harrisburg in the second half of the season. The remaining six
weeks of games on the road will all be played against Northeast Division rivals.

HOME STRETCH.: The first half of the split season will end on Sunday. New Hampshire and Altoona do not figure
into playoff races this week. The Northeast Division crown comes down to a series this week in Bridgewater, N.J.
between the Somerset Patriots (Yankees) and Hartford Yard Goats (Rockies). Akron (Guardians), Richmond
(Giants), and Erie (Tigers) could all emerge as Southwest Division champs.

THIS DATE IN FISHER CATS’ HISTORY: June 22, 2021 — Fisher Cats 10 Baysox 5- The Fisher Cats won the
series opener in Maryland---the first of four consecutive wins in which they scored 10 runs in each contest. In the
opener, Nick Podkul hit a two-run homer in the third to put New Hampshire up 6-4 and Samad Taylor added a two-
run shot in the seventh. Sean Rackoski earned the win in relief of starter Mike Ellenbest.

STOP HITTING ME: Zac Cook has broken the New Hampshire single-season record for hit by pitches with 19.
Eric Thames was hit by 18 pitches in 2010, but that was in 573 plate appearances over 130 games. Cook’s first
18 hit by pitches have come in 139 plate appearances and 36 games. Cook is second in HBP in all of the minors,
behind Braiden Ward of High A Spokane (Colorado Rockies) who has 20. As far as stats date to 2005, the record
for hit by pitches in a season in the minors in 41 (2012 and 2017).

MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: It was tough night for the Blue
Jays, who could not hold leads in the 9", 10t and 11t innings in a 7-6 loss to the White Sox. Toronto scored three
in the eighth to take a 4-2 lead. Cavan Biggio delivered a pinch-hit single for one run, Bo Bichette added an RBI
single, and Alejandro Kirk walked with the bases loaded. Jordan Romano couldn’t hold the lead, giving up a pair

in the ninth. Both teams scored runs in the 10" and 11™, and Chicago won on a Josh Harrison single in the bottom of the 12%"....At Triple-
A, Samad Taylor’'s second homer of the game, a three-run shot in the eighth, was the difference in Buffalo’s 8-7 win over the St. Paul
Saints. Taylor drove in five runs....Hillsboro won 6-2 over Vancouver last night. Steward Berroa had a pair of hits and scored two runs
in the loss for the Canadians. Sem Robberse (3-3) took the loss...Dunedin dropped a 5-4 decision to Bradenton. Dasan Brown had
three hits for the D-Jays. The Oakville, Ontario native was the Blue Jays 3™ round pick in 2019.

COMING UP: The Fisher Cats continue a franchise record 13-game homestand this week vs. Altoona. They will play in Portland next

week — the final trip to Hadlock Field in 2022 for New Hampshire.

The final homestand before the All-Star break will be July 4-10 vs.

Hartford. That series will include a spectacular Atlas Fireworks Show on a special Monday night game — July 4. Tickets are available
through the Fisher Cats website at nhfishercats.com.
