LAST TIME OUT: The Fisher Cats allowed their most hits in a game all season, as the Portland Sea Dogs slugged
18 hits en route to an 8-5 win. Addison Barger homered in the first inning to put the Fisher Cats up, 2-0, but the
Sea Dogs quickly responded with two runs in the second. Hitters one through four combined for seven of New
Hampshire’s eight hits. Rafael Lantigua was 3-for-4 with three runs scored and a ground-rule double. John Aiello
was 2-for-3 with two RBIs and a walk. Portland busted through with four runs in the top of the eighth inning against
Thomas Ruwe (L, 0-3) to pull ahead and win.

WHO’S HOT: Addison Barger is 11-for-26 (.423) with one homer, three RBI and five multi-hit games across his
first seven Double-A starts. Ryan Gold was 2-for-3 on Sunday in his fourth multi-hit game of the season. In his
last five games, Gold is 5-for-12 (.417) with a homer and three RBIs. Luis De Los Santos has also been hot,
batting 11-for-33 (.333) in his last 10 games. John Aiello reached base in 11 consecutive games before last
Saturday, tied for his longest on-base streak this season. In those 11, Aiello was 11-for-42 (.262) with eight runs
scored, three doubles, one triple, one home run, two RBIs, six walks and nine strikeouts. Parker Caracci has not
allowed an earned run in his last 11 appearances, the longest active scoreless streak in the Eastern League.

PARKER’S HOUSE: Reliever Parker Caracci has been nearly untouchable in his last 11 outings. Since giving
up seven runs in the ninth inning against Somerset on June 16, Caracci has spun 16.0 scoreless frames. In that
span, he’s allowed nine hits, walked three, and struck out 18 with a 0.75 WHIP. Caracci is a product of Ole Miss,
who captured the 2022 national championship. Caracci ranks fifth all-time in program history in saves with 21.

THE NEW GUYS: New Hampshire has welcomed five players since returning from the All-Star Break: RHP Ryan
Boyer, C Zach Britton, RHP Jake Elliott, IF Tyler Keenan and RHP Alejandro Melean. Elliot was received
from Triple-A Buffalo and has a 2-0 record and a 3.77 ERA with New Hampshire this year. The other four players
were received from High-A Vancouver and have not played at Double-A. Boyer has a 2-0 record and 2.45 ERA
at the time of promotion. Tyler Keenan had a .300 batting average with Vancouver, and he was traded from Seattle
to Toronto in June of this year.

A PITCHING COACH’S DREAM: New Hampshire’s 1-0 win last Friday night was their first by that score since
August 19, 2019, when the Fisher Cats beat Trenton on the road. Joey Murray got his second win of the season,
throwing 5.2 shutout innings in relief with six hits and six strikeouts. Zach Logue started the game with two shutout
frames. New Hampshire had four 1-0 wins in the 2019 season, including back-to-back victories at Binghamton.

WHO LET THE DOGS OUT: The Portland Sea Dogs have taken control of the Northeast Division, going 14-5 to
start the second half. The Dogs have scored an Eastern League-best 107 runs in 16 games in July. New
Hampshire is 8-8 against Portland this year. The team’s largest defeat (15-4, June 30) and the largest victory (16-
0, July 1) were both against Portland. Also, the two largest hit outputs that New Hampshire pitching has allowed
this year were both against Portland: 18 on July 22, and 15 on June 30. The Fisher Cats are batting .231 with 36
doubles and 11 homers against the Sea Dogs this year. Rafael Lantigua is 16-for-51 (.314) versus Portland.

ORELVIS’ BOMBS: Orelvis Martinez is tied for fourth in the Eastern League in homers with 19. More notably,
he’s on pace to set the single-season home runs record for the Fisher Cats. Chip Cannon (2006) and Eric Thames
(2010) are tied for the crown with 27 in a season. 12 players have hit at least 20 homers in a season for the Fisher
Cats, most recently Cavan Biggio with 26 in 2018.

THIS DATE IN FISHER CATS’ HISTORY: July 23, 2021 — The Fisher Cats beat the Reading Fightin Phils, 5-4,
at Delta Dental Stadium behind Casey Lawrence, who tossed five scoreless innings in what was his 25th career

victory for the Fisher Cats, most all-time. Lawrence made a start for the Fisher Cats for the first time in five years. New Hampshire took
a 5-0 lead to the ninth, but Reading scored four before Kyle Johnston put out the fire. Austin Martin went 2-for-2 with a pair of walks,
scoring three runs and Otto Lopez had a two-run double.

STOP HITTING ME: Zac Cook has broken the New Hampshire single-season record for hit by pitches with 23. Eric Thames was hit by
18 pitches in 2010, but that was in 573 plate appearances over 130 games. Cook’s first 18 hit by pitches came in 139 plate appearances
and 36 games. Cook is tied for second in HBP in all the minors, behind Braiden Ward of the Colorado Rockies system (28). Esteury Ruiz
of the Padres system also has 23. As far as stats go to 1988, the record for HBP in a season in the minors in 41 (2012).
MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: The six Fisher Cat alums to play for Toronto last night
went 17-for-30 with 16 RBI in Toronto’s 28-5 over the Sox. That was the most runs the Blue Jays have ever scored in a game. Lourdes
Gurriel Jr. went 6-for-7 with 5 RBI and Danny Jansen homered twice, driving in six runs. At Triple-A, Spencer Horwitz homered in the first
and that would be all Buffalo would need in a 3-0 win over Rochester. Vancouver made it nine straight, winning 7-2 at Spokane. Dunedin
lost 3-2 at home to Fort Myers.
