LAST TIME OUT: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats were shut out for the second straight time by the Portland Sea 
Dogs, 2-0, on Sunday afternoon. New Hampshire had four hits, capped off by a Luis De Los Santos double in 
the ninth inning. The hit put runners and second and third with one out, but two straight strikeouts ended the game. 
De Los Santos was 2-for-4, and Spencer Horwitz and Will Robertson each had a hit. Trent Palmer (L, 0-1) 
suffered his first loss at Double-A, allowing two earned runs on two hits across 4.0 innings. He walked one and 
struck out three. Five relievers – Andrew Bash, Hayden Juenger, Parker Caracci, Cre Finfrock and Sean 
Mellen – each took an inning out of the pen. Juenger, Finfrock and Mellen all had two strikeouts. 
 

WHO’S HOT: Tanner Morris, one of the best hitters in the league, was promoted to Triple-A Buffalo today. Morris 
had a 17-game on-base streak snapped on Sunday – it was the longest such streak for New Hampshire this 
season and ninth-longest in the league. Morris went 24-for-66 (.364) during the streak with seven doubles, one 
homer, five RBIs, 10 walks, 15 strikeouts, a .455 OBP and a .970 OPS. Morris had a 10-game hit streak within the 
on-base streak, too. At the time of his promotion, Morris was third in the league in OBP (.430), tied for third in runs 
(35), fifth in walks (30) and fifth in batting average (.312). John Aiello had season-long hit streak of seven games 
snapped in game two of Saturday’s double header. Rafael Lantigua capped off a stellar month of May with a 
walk-off single on May 31 versus Portland. The 5-foot-8 infielder/outfielder hit .329 with 26 hits, 10 doubles and 14 
RBIs last month. He is tied for first in the Eastern League in doubles with 15. 
 

MOUNTAIN MEN + CHICKEN TENDIES: On Saturday, the New Hampshire Fisher Cats played as the Granite 
State Mountain Men in game one of the doubleheader and as the Manchester Chicken Tenders in game two. The 
first jersey honored the team name that finished third place in the fan voting back in 2004. The hat featured the 
beloved “Old Man of the Mountain.” The Chicken Tenders jersey was an ode to the Puritan Backroom, the 
birthplace of the chicken tender located in Manchester. The jersey included “Est. 1974,” the year it was invented.  
 

WE’VE SEEN YOU BEFORE: Binghamton is the second team New Hampshire has played twice. The Fisher Cats 
and Rumble Ponies split a six-game series from May 10-15.  New Hampshire lost the first two games before a 
five-homer night gave them a win, 7-2, on May 12. New Hampshire had a comeback win, 5-4, in the Sunday finale. 
John Aiello had a 2-RBI double to cap off a four-run eighth inning and put the Fisher Cats in front. NH is batting 
.244 with 11 doubles, eight homers and 26 RBIs versus Binghamton. The staff’s ERA is 4.83 against the Ponies. 
 

PROMO FOR T-MO: Tanner Morris was promoted to Triple-A Buffalo today. At Double-A, Morris reached base 
safely in 38 of 43 games played for New Hampshire this year. He was third in the league in OBP at .430. He 
reached base in 19 of 21 games played in May and had a team-high 17-game on-base streak snapped on Sunday.  
Morris had hits in 16 of those 17 games tallying 24 hits, 16 runs, seven doubles, four RBIs and 10 walks. 
 

THE TIDES ARE TURNING: New Hampshire entered the Portland series with a 3-7 record in one-run games, but 
they won three straight one-run contests over the Sea Dogs to improve that record to 6-7. Entering their May 12 
game versus Binghamton, New Hampshire had scored 30 runs in the first inning and had a .316 batting average 
and .423 OBP in the opening frame. In their last 20 games, New Hampshire has scored in the first inning just twice 
(May 25 at Akron, June 4 game one vs. Portland). 
 

IN THE FIELD: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats are smack in the middle of the Eastern League in team fielding 
percentage at sixth out of 12 (.978). They had four errors in a game against Portland. Without those, the Cats 
would have the fifth-fewest errors in the league but are instead have the sixth-fewest with 36. Spencer Horwitz 
has a 35-game streak without an error, the sixth-longest active streak in the league. Zac Cook is eighth in the 
league with an active 33-game streak without an error. 
 

THIS DATE IN FISHER CATS’ HISTORY:  June 8, 2018 – The Fisher Cats rallied with single runs in the sixth, seventh, and eighth to 
beat Bowie 4-2 at Delta Dental Stadium. Bo Bichette had a single, a double, and a triple.  Harold Ramirez had two hits, including a 
home run with three RBI. On the mound, T.J. Zeuch (zoik) allowed two runs in seven innings to improve to 4-2 and Danny Young 
earned the save. 
 

STOP HITTING ME: Zac Cook is one HBP away from tying the Fisher Cats single-season record. Cook has been hit by 17 pitches this 
year, and the NH record for most hit-by-pitches in a season was set by Eric Thames in 2010 (18). Cook was the first minor leaguer on 
record to be hit seven times in his first six games of a season.  The 17th HBP, in Akron, landed Cook on the IL, but he is active today. 
 

MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: Ryan Tepera is still pitching in the big leagues, having 
made 23 appearances out of the Angels bullpen. LA is his fourth major league club – he pitched for the Blue Jays (2015-19), the Cubs in 
2020, the Cubs and White Sox in 2021, and now the Angels. All 325 of his MLB appearances have come in relief, and he has 326 K in 
320 innings. “Tep” won 17 games for the Fisher Cats, mostly as a starter in 2012-13. He ranks fifth all-time in career wins behind Casey 
Lawrence (2012-16, 25), Jon Harris (2017-19, 21), Deck McGuire (2011-14, 19) and Randy Boone (2009-10, 2012-14, 18).
