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LAST TIME OUT: Fisher Cats pitching struck out 18, as New Hampshire won, 5-0, over the Reading Fightin Phils 
(Phillies) in the finale of their season series. Jimmy Robbins (W, 1-2) got his first professional win with 5.0 shutout 
innings and nine strikeouts. He retired 10 batters in a row after a leadoff hit by pitch in the bottom of the first. Brady 
Lail worked 2.0 perfect frames and punched out the final five batters he faced. 19-year-old Robert Robertis made 
a splash in his Double-A debut, going 2-for-4 with a solo homer and two RBIs. Angel Del Rosario hit a two-run 
blast, and Karl Ellison homered as well. Robertis, Del Rosario and Ellison combined for six of New Hampshire’s 
seven hits. The Fisher Cats finished 6-12 against the Fightins this season. 
 

WHO’S HOT: Cam Eden had a six-game hit streak snapped with an 0-for-3 night on Sunday. In his last 10 games, 
Eden in 11-for-37 (.297) with three doubles, two homers and five RBIs. Orelvis Martinez had his six-game hit 
streak broken on Saturday night. In that stretch, Martinez was 8-for-22 (.363) with two homers. Andrew Bash leads 
the Eastern League in wins with 10. In his last 10 outings, Bash is 5-1 with a 2.90 ERA in 31 innings of work. 
 

A WHOLE LOTTA HOMERS: The Fisher Cats are up to 157 home runs in 2022, a new single-season team record. 
The previous high was 144 by the 2007 team. Even more remarkable, the Fisher Cats broke the record in 1,000 
fewer at bats (3,877 AB for 145 HR in 2022, 4,877 AB for 144 HR in 2007). New Hampshire also has the most road 
home runs in a season with 86, surpassing their previous high of 72 in 2011. The most Fisher Cats home runs at 
Delta Dental Stadium came in 2007, when they hit 79. New Hampshire currently has 71 homers at home. Oddly 
enough, New Hampshire did not have a grand slam through their first 150 homers. Number 151 was an Addison 
Barger grand slam at Reading. 
 

ORELVIS IS KING: Orelvis Martinez broke the Fisher Cats single season home run record on August 21 with a 
seventh inning, two-run blast at Dunkin’ Donuts Park, his 28th long ball of the season. Chip Cannon (2006) and 
Eric Thames (2010) each had 27 homers. Thames needed 560 plate appearances, Cannon needed 524 PA, and 
Martinez needed 391 PA to reach 27 dingers. Martinez has four two-homers games this season, and he’s second 
in the league in homers behind Erie’s Quincy Nieporte (30). At age 20, Martinez is the youngest of the 12 players 
with 20+ home runs in the Eastern League. The second youngest is 21-year-old Ronny Mauricio (BNG, 25 HR). 
 

SO LONG, JOHNNY: The Blue Jays announced Saturday that John Aiello has been promoted to Triple-A Buffalo. 
At the time of his promotion, he led the team in batting average (.305), on-base percentage (.403), slugging 
percentage (.476) and OPS (.879) among players with 40+ games played. His OPS ranks third in the Eastern 
League among players with 300+ plate appearances. Aiello reached base in his last 29 Double-A games from July 
17 to September 9. The streak is tied for the longest in the Eastern League this season and is tied for the eighth-
longest in Fisher Cats history. 
 

LAST BUT NOT LEAST: New Hampshire begins their finale series of the 2022 season today against a new 
opponent, the Harrisburg Senators (Washington Nationals). The last time these two teams met, the Fisher Cats 
closed the 2021 season at FNB Field with two cancellations (COVID-19), a loss and three straight wins. New 
Hampshire won the season series last year, 6-4. This year, Harrisburg has the worst record in the Eastern League 
(21-41, 51-80). Daren Baker, son of Astros manager Dusty Baker, leads the Senators in batting average (.291 in 
37 games played). First baseman Wilson Garcia has 23 doubles and 22 homers.  
 

STOP HITTING ME: Zac Cook has broken the New Hampshire single-season record for hit by pitches with 29. 
Eric Thames was hit by 18 pitches in 2010, but that was in 573 plate appearances over 130 games. Cook’s first 18 
hit by pitches came in 139 plate appearances and 36 games. Cook is second in HBP in all the minors, behind 
Braiden Ward of the Rockies system (33). His 29 HBP rank second in league history dating back to 1988. He had 
just one HBP in August after 26 in April-July.  

 

THIS DATE IN FISHER CATS’ HISTORY:  September 13, 2011 – The only game the Fisher Cats have played on this date came in 2011, 
the opener of the Eastern League finals at Delta Dental Stadium. In New Hampshire’s three Championship runs, they have only lost once 
in the Finals (9-1 overall). The loss came on this date 10-9 to Richmond at Delta Dental Stadium. The Fisher Cats took a 4-3 lead in the 
third, and then rallied again for a 9-8 lead in the bottom of the eighth.  Moises Sierra’s two-run homer off Heath Hembree moved New 
Hampshire in front. Richmond’s Skyler Stromsmoe homered in the ninth to give the Flying Squirrels the win. 

MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TSO THE MAJORS: The Blue Jays (79-61) are tied with Seattle for the first 

wild card after a 3-2 win over the Rays (78-61) last night. Bo Bichette’s 24th homer, a two-run shot in the bottom of the eighth, was the 
game-winner. Tim Mayza picked up the win and Jordan Romano closed out for his 33rd save. In the opener of the Northwest League 
Championship, Vancouver gave up a grand slam in the first and lost, 10-3, at Eugene. Dasan Brown hit a pair of solo homers for the 
Canadians and Damiano Palmegiani also homered. Game two is tonight. Dunedin will host Ft. Myers (Twins) in the first game of the 
Florida State League playoffs.
