LAST TIME OUT: The Fisher Cats took the final matchup of the season against the Hartford Yard Goats on Sunday,
6-1. Orelvis Martinez became the new home run king in New Hampshire, hitting his record 28th bomb of the 2022
season. He took Fineas Del Bonta-Smith deep in the seventh inning to put New Hampshire ahead, 3-0. In the
eighth, Davis Schneider brought home two more runs with a double, and Luis De Los Santos had a RBI single
after him. Jimmy Robbins impressed in his Double-A debut, throwing 4.0 shutout innings with one walk and three
strikeouts. Andrew Bash got his team-high ninth win with 3.0 innings of relief.

WHO’S HOT: John Aiello has an active 23-game on-base streak, in which he is 31-for-84 (.369) with six doubles,
two homers and ten RBIs. Aiello’s streak is the longest by a Fisher Cat this season and is the second-longest active
streak in the league. Davis Schneider had his best week of the season at Hartford, going 11-for-25 with three
doubles, a triple, one long ball, one RBI and three stolen bases. Luis De Los Santos has been stellar in the month
of August, batting .298 (17-for-57) with three doubles, one homer and six RBIs.

ORELVIS IS KING: Orelvis Martinez broke the Fisher Cats single season home run record on Sunday with a
seventh inning, two-run blast at Dunkin’ Donuts Park, his 28th long ball of the season. Chip Cannon (2006) and
Eric Thames (2010) each had 27 homers. Thames needed 560 plate appearances, Cannon needed 524, and
Martinez needed 391 PA to reach 27 dingers. Martinez has four two-homers games this season, and he’s tied for
the league lead in homers with Erie’s Quincy Nieporte. At age 20, Martinez is the youngest of the eight players with
20+ home runs in the Eastern League. The second youngest is 21-year-old Ronny Mauricio (Binghamton, 23 HR).

GOOD START(S): New Hampshire starters allowed six earned runs in 24.2 innings of work last week against
Hartford, good for 2.19 ERA. Jimmy Robbins went 4.0 innings shutout on Sunday, and Ricky Tiedemann went
3.0 hitless and scoreless on Friday. Sean Mellen threw 3.2 innings and allowed one earned run, and he was perfect
through his first three innings. Adam Kloffenstein had his first shutout start of the season, going 5.0 innings
scoreless in the opener on Tuesday.

THE YOUNG GUNS: New Hampshire has an average age of 23.6 years old amongst its active roster, and four of
the team’s six starters last week were age 22 or younger. Ricky Tiedemann is the youngest player in the Eastern
League and the second-youngest in Double-A, having turned 20 years old last Thursday. Sem Robberse and
Orelvis Martinez, the Blue Jays No. 7 and No. 3 prospects, are both age 20, too. Alejandro Melean and Adam
Kloffenstein are ages 21 and 22, respectively.

RYAN IS GOLDEN: Catcher Ryan Gold had one of the best hitting nights of his career on Wednesday, going 4-
for-5 with a single, triple, two two-run homers and six RBIs. His four hits tied a career-high, and his six RBIs was
one off his career-high. Gold hit for the cycle for the Lansing Lugnuts on April 28, 2019 against the Dayton Dragons.
He had seven RBIs in that game. Gold’s two big flies made him the third Fisher Cat to have two homers in a game
this season (Sebastian Espino, Orelvis Martinez). Wednesday was Gold’s first two-homer game of his career.

AGAINST THE PATRIOTS: New Hampshire is 3-9 against Somerset this season and has lost both series. The
Fisher Cats have hit .201 with 10 homers and 38 RBIs. Somerset has hit .213 against New Hampshire with just
eight homers. The Patriots’ hitting with runners in scoring position has been good against NH, though, as they have
51 RBIs. Also, Somerset is 21-for-23 on stolen base attempts against NH. They are tops in the Eastern League
with 175 swiped bags this season. Luis De Los Santos leads the active roster with a .290 BA and seven RBIs
against Somerset. Luis Quinones had gone 8.0 shutout innings in the series.

STOP HITTING ME: Zac Cook has broken the New Hampshire single-season record for hit by pitches with 27.

Eric Thames was hit by 18 pitches in 2010, but that was in 573 plate appearances over 130 games. Cook’s first 18 hit by pitches came
in 139 plate appearances and 36 games. Cook is second in HBP in all the minors, behind Braiden Ward of the Rockies system (31). As
far as stats go to 1988, the record for HBP in a season in the minors in 41 (2012). His 27 HBP rank third in Eastern League history.

THIS DATE IN FISHER CATS’ HISTORY: August 23, 2015 — Taylor Cole took a shutout into the ninth inning but allowed a two-run homer
to Josh Rodriguez before leaving in game New Hampshire won 4-3. Dwight Smith Jr. doubled in the first run. Emilio Guerrero had an
RBI double, and Shane Opitz laced a run-scoring triple in the win.

MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: The Blue Jays were off yesterday after dropping the finale
of their series at Yankee Stadium, 4-2, on Sunday. The Jays took three of four and are tied with Seattle for the second wild card as of
this morning. Buffalo split their series with Lehigh Valley last week and host second-place Columbus (Guardians) today. Vancouver took
four of six from Everett last week, and they start a series with Hillsboro (Diamondbacks) today. Dunedin has won seven in a row, and
they swept Jupiter (Marlins) last week. They have a road series against Bradenton (Pirates) starting tonight. Trey Cumbie earned his third
win with 2.0 innings of work on Sunday. He allowed one run.
