
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 
 

 
LAST TIME OUT: The Fisher Cats ended a three-game slide and won their first game over Akron, 6-3, on Friday 
night. New Hampshire’s 12 hits were their most since May 17 at Erie (18). Orelvis Martinez and LJ Talley both 
homered. Martinez hit his 14th, and Talley had his first with NH in 2022. Rafael Lantigua stayed hot with a 3-for-
4 night, tallying a double, walk and two RBIs. Paxton Schultz earned his third win with 5.0 innings, allowing just 
one earned run. Sean Mellen came in for the last out of the ninth inning and had a one-pitch save. 
 

OUT IN ERIE AND AKRON: The current two-week road trip marks the first time New Hampshire has traveled to 
Erie, Pennsylvania and Akron, Ohio since July 30 through August 4, 2019. The Fisher Cats took two of three from 
the RubberDucks, and all three games were one-run contests. The Cats lost two of three to the SeaWolves. 
 

WHO’S HOT: Rafael Lantigua is 14-for-39 (.359) over his last 10 games with seven doubles and 10 RBIs. He is 
tied for first in the Eastern League in doubles with 14. Lantigua is hitting .333 in May after hitting .200 in April. 
Tanner Morris’ 10-game hit streak was snapped last night, but he still has an active 11-game on-base streak. 
He was 15-for-39 (.385) over his streak, the longest for NH in 2022. Morris is second in the league in OBP (.446), 
third in runs (31), fourth in walks (29) and eighth in batting average (.310). Orelvis Martinez is 18-for-70 (.243) 
with a double, eighth homers and 20 RBIs in May. He hit .188 in April. Martinez is second in the league in home 
runs with 14, fourth in RBIs (30) and fifth in slugging percentage (.551). 
 

T-MO, THE ON-BASE MACHINE: Tanner Morris has reached base safely in 32 of 36 games played for New 
Hampshire this year. He is third in the league in OBP at .446, trailing only Gunnar Henderson of Bowie (.451). He 
has reached base in 16 of 18 games played in May and has a current 11-game on-base streak. The last game in 
which he did not reach base was May 11 vs. Binghamton. 
 

ORELVIS’ MAY FLOWERS: Orelvis Martinez has been one of the best hitters in the Eastern League this month. 
His eight homers in May are second in the EL behind only Kerry Carpenter of Erie (11). This month, the infielder 
is tied for fourth in RBIs (20), ninth in slugging percentage (.581) and 15th in OPS (.930). His strikeout rate in May 
is 25.5%, down more than 10% from April (35.8%).   
 

SO CLOSE, YET SO FAR: New Hampshire tallied three runs in the top of the ninth inning at Erie last Friday night 
but lost by one, 8-7. The comeback marked the fifth time the Fisher Cats have tallied multiple runs in their last 
frame at the plate but lost by one. The first came on April 22 at Altoona, when New Hampshire scored five in the 
top of the ninth but lost, 8-7. New Hampshire has never come back from six-run deficit to win in the team’s history. 
 

WHAMMY (x5): The Fisher Cats five home runs against Binghamton on May 12 was for their second five-homer 
game of the season. The other came in a 9-7 win at Altoona on April 23. Prior to that game, the last time New 
Hampshire hit five big flies at Delta Dental Stadium was July 7, 2013, also versus Binghamton. The Fisher Cats 
have hit five homers at Delta Dental six times in their history, with the first coming on July 18, 2006 versus 
Portland. They have had another four five-homer games on the road. 
 

THIS DATE IN FISHER CATS’ HISTORY:  May 28 2018 – In a 5-2 win over the Yard Goats, TJ Zeuch (zoik) 
allowed two earned runs in 6.2 innings and Andrew Case earned his fourth save. Vladimir Guerrero Jr and 
Jonathan Davis drove in first inning runs. Juan Kelly had a two-run double and a solo homer. 
 

STOP HITTING ME: Zac Cook is two HBPs away from tying the Fisher Cats single-season record. Cook has 
been hit by 16 pitches this year, and the NH record for most hit-by-pitches in a season was set by Eric Thames 

in 2010 (18). Cook was the first minor leaguer on record to be hit seven times in his first six games of a season.  Last season, Austin 
Martin was hit 14 times in the 56 games he played with New Hampshire before the Blue Jays traded him to the Royals organization. The 
New Hampshire Fisher Cats have been hit by 37 pitches this season, the most in the Eastern League. 
 

PROSPECTS IN MANCHESTER: New Hampshire has nine top-30 prospects on their team, according to MLB.com: Orelvis Martinez 
(No. 2), Adam Kloffenstein (No. 11), Hagen Danner (No. 17), Trent Palmer (No. 23), Joey Murray (No. 24), Sebastian Espino (No. 
25), Hayden Juenger (No. 26) Tanner Morris (No. 29) and Spencer Horwitz (No. 30).  

 

MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: The Toronto Blue Jays extended their win streak to three 
games with a 4-3 comeback victory over the Los Angeles Angels last night. Lourdes Gurriel Jr. (NH ’17) went 3-for-4 with the game-
winning RBI in the top of the ninth inning. Catcher Alejandro Kirk went 2-for-4 with two runs, and Danny Jansen (NH ’17) had a pinch hit 
single. Alex Manoah went 6.0 innings and gave up two earned runs, striking out nine. Triple-A Buffalo also earned a win thanks to Zack 
Collins’ grand slam in the top of the sixth. Max Castillo (NH ’21-22) threw 4.2 scoreless innings with five strikeouts.

He threw just 2.0 
innings across two starts in his rookie season.  
 
 
Obtained: Kloffenstein was selected in the third round and 88th overall in the 
2018 draft. He was drafted out of Magnolia High School, where he was 
teammates with Blue Jays prospect Jordan Groshans. He was originally 
committed to play at TCU and received a $2.45 million signing bonus.  
 
Personal: Ranked the No. 11 prospect in the Toronto system at the beginning 
of 2022.
