LAST TIME OUT: New Hampshire’s losing streak has reached a season-long 10 games after they fell in both
games of their Wednesday doubleheader at Reading, 11-10 (eight innings) and 4-0. The Fisher Cats trailed, 4-0,
in game one but scored five runs in the top of the seventh to take an 8-7 lead. Addison Barger hit the first grand
slam of the season for New Hampshire to tie the game, and Cam Eden had the go-ahead RBI double four batters
later. The Fisher Cats coughed up the lead twice, though, and fell, 11-10, in eight innings. Ethan Wilson had the
walk-off single. John Aiello hit a three-run homer in the third inning, and Orelvis Martinez had two hits. NH
committed a season-high five errors that resulted in four unearned runs. In game two, the Fisher Cats had just
three hits (all singles). Another Fisher Cats error resulted in Reading’s first run, and Michael De La Cruz doubled
the lead with a solo homer in the fifth. Alejandro Melean (L, 0-4) went 4.0 innings and struck out a season-high
seven batters.

10-15 WHO’S HOT: John Aiello has an active 27-game on-base streak, in which he is 37-for-95 (.395) with eight doubles,
1311 four homers and 14 RBIs. Aiello’s streak is the longest by a Fisher Cat this season and is tied for the longest active
8-18 streak in the league. Davis Schneider had his 23-game on-base streak snapped in game two of Wednesday’s

0-6 doubleheader. In that span, Schneider was 31-for-90 (.344) with an eight- and nine-game hit streak. Luis De Los

37-4 Santos had his eight-game hit streak snapped on Sunday with an 0-for-3 day. He was 9-for-32 with a homer and

four RBIs over those eight games. Orelvis Martinez has tied his season long hit streak, currently at five games.
He has three hits so far in the series.

A WHOLE LOTTA HOMERS: The Fisher Cats are up to 151 home runs in 2022, a new single-season team record.
The previous high was 144 by the 2007 team. Even more remarkable, the Fisher Cats broke the record in 1,000
fewer at bats (3,877 AB for 145 HR in 2022, 4,877 AB for 144 HR in 2007). New Hampshire also has the most road
home runs in a season with 80, surpassing their previous high of 72 in 2011. The most Fisher Cats home runs at
Delta Dental Stadium came in 2007, when they hit 79. New Hampshire currently has 71 homers at home. Oddly
enough, New Hampshire did not have a grand slam through their first 150 homers. Number 151 was an Addison
Barger grand slam at Reading.

ORELVIS IS KING: Orelvis Martinez broke the Fisher Cats single season home run record on August 21 with a
seventh inning, two-run blast at Dunkin’ Donuts Park, his 28th long ball of the season. Chip Cannon (2006) and
Eric Thames (2010) each had 27 homers. Thames needed 560 plate appearances, Cannon needed 524 PA, and
Martinez needed 391 PA to reach 27 dingers. Martinez has four two-homers games this season, and he’s second
in the league in homers behind Erie’s Quincy Nieporte (30). At age 20, Martinez is the youngest of the 11 players
with 20+ home runs in the Eastern League. The second youngest is 21-year-old Ronny Mauricio (BNG, 24 HR).

AGAINST THE FIGHTINS: New Hampshire is 4-10 against Reading this season, and they’ve lost both series four
games to two. John Aiello has more hits (12) against Reading than any other player, and he’s hitting .343 (12-for-
35) with one double in the season series. Gabriel Ponce has not allowed an earned run in 8.2 innings against the
Fightin Phils. Jhailyn Ortiz is 15-for-46 (.326) with six doubles and one homer against the Fisher Cats this season.
New Hampshire is hitting .238 with nine homers against Reading, while the Fightin Phils are hitting .283 with 14
homers against NH.

STOP HITTING ME: Zac Cook has broken the New Hampshire single-season record for hit by pitches with 29.
Eric Thames was hit by 18 pitches in 2010, but that was in 573 plate appearances over 130 games. Cook’s first 18
hit by pitches came in 139 plate appearances and 36 games. Cook is second in HBP in all the minors, behind
Braiden Ward of the Rockies system (33). His 28 HBP rank second in league history dating back to 1988. He had
just one HBP in August after 26 in April-July.

THIS DATE IN FISHER CATS’ HISTORY: September 8, 2011 — In the opener of the Eastern League playoffs, the Fisher Cats shut out
the Reading Phillies, 2-0 at Delta Dental Stadium. Travis d’Arnaud delivered an RBI single in the bottom of the first and Yan Gomes
homered in the seventh. New Hampshire Manager Sal Fasano turned to Chad Jenkins to start the playoffs, and he responded with seven
scoreless frames and nine strikeouts.

MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: The Blue Jays finished off a series win in Baltimore, 4-1,
last night. Toronto has won 8 of 10 games. After an off day today, the Blue Jays are in Texas for the weekend. Triple-A Buffalo beat the
Gwinnett Stripers (Braves), 10-7, last night. Fisher Cat alum Cullen Large had the big hit, a grand slam in the fourth. High-A Vancouver
punched a ticket to the Northwest League playoffs with a 9-1 win over Eugene (Giants). Michael Dominguez (Jays 15th rounder 2019)
allowed just two hits in 6.0 innings for his first win of the season. He struck out nine batters. Class A Dunedin scored two in the ninth to
tie, but lost 6-3 in 11 innings at home to Palm Beach (Cardinals). Jays still have a one game lead over Bradenton as they look to make
the playoffs. The D-Jays have four games left (season ends Sunday).
