Summer Academy Policies and Procedures

Homework: Homework may be assigned to strengthen student understanding from each class meeting. In
order to cover the essential concepts of a semester-long course, instructors will clearly communicate
student expectations in this area.

Dress Code: Students must wear their school uniforms to summer school, including testing sessions for
Independent Study students. All other policies regarding personal appearance are governed by the North
Phoenix Preparatory Academy Family Handbook. Please click the link and review the policy. Exceptions are
noted below:

NOTE: students from other Great Hearts’ academies (including those coming from Archway North
Phoenix) are welcome to wear their own uniforms but will be held accountable to NPX dress code
standards.

Pickup & Drop-Off: Students may be dropped off up to 15 minutes before their first registered course and
must be picked up no later than 15 minutes after their final registered course. Parents should drop off and
pick up students at the south entrance for North Phoenix Prep. If a family needs a student to leave class
early, a parent/guardian should notify the NPX Summer Academy Director at least 24 hours ahead. Students
will not be released from class without parental notification.

Students with Allergies and/or Medications: Please ensure that your Health Questionnaire and Medication
Release Form are completed, updated, and on-file. Please note that you must provide the front office with
any medication (clearly labeled with name and instructions) prior to your student attending the first day of
their summer school class.
