Besides this journal being a research tool, it is my hope that it will be spiritually edifying for you. For many years, I have kept a journal and found the practice to be enriching. 
Your journal will be only used for the DMin project and all identities will kept confidential. In accordance with Garrett’s policies, your journal will be stored in a secure electronic format for 3 years before being permanently deleted.
