Guided tours of the completed Lost Mural will be scheduled this summer and fall, and several
special celebration events are being planned. The Educational Initiative in connection with the
mural is well underway, with grants having been submitted for oral interviews, films and panel
discussions with international experts. Arrangements are also being made to share the Lost Mural
Project’s information with educational groups around the state and museums around the world.
