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INTRODUCTION

Throughout an ever-changing landscape for the racing and breeding industry, the European
Breeders” Fund has provided a consistent backdrop for the sport for more than 40 years. Its
contributions directly from stallion studs to prize money are now more vital than ever.

Through the mechanism of the British EBF, Britain’s stallion owners are again boosting British
prize money by around £2 million across Flat and National Hunt racing for 2026. It is a sum
which is both generous and value-added, as any sponsorship provided by the BEBF is only
attached to races run for prize money above the BHA's minimum values.

In recent years, the BEBF has led industry initiatives such as the high-value Novice and
Maiden series, and has developed innovative ideas to help support a wide range of the
horses-in-training population, including the staging of two £100,000 finals for the two-year-
old restricted Maiden series. It has also backed the National Hunt Junior Hurdle programme
along with maintaining a commitment to the programme of races for mares and stayers.

Ninety-three stallions from 32 studs across Britain have ensured that this year’s funding from
the BEBF has remained at the £2 million mark for the fourth year in a row. A fund which was
started to aid prize money for two-year-old Maidens now plays its part across a range of
developmental races which help to ensure that British racing remains among the the best in
the world.

All of the contributing stallion studs are listed on page five of this document and we offer
each and every one of them our wholehearted thanks for their ongoing support in challenging
times.

Over 160 races with a combined prize fund in excess of £2 million,
culminating in finals collectively worth £200,000 run at Goodwood (fillies)
and York (colts & geldings).

Since their foundation in 2022, the finals have a combined all-time runners/
Black Type performers strike rate of 19.4%.

From an average purchase price of just £24,500 the 8 finals have produced
five Group performers including Gr.1 runner up SHES PERFECT; two Gr.3
Handicap winners in Australia and at least one Listed winner every year
the finals have been run. Most recently, the 2025 Fillies” Final winner
TIMEFORSHOWCASING won the Listed Burradon Stakes on All Weather
Finals Day on her seasonal debut as a three-year-old.

To qualify to enter the finals, a horse must be EBF eligible and have run

to place 1 — 6 in any 2yo Restricted Novice or Maiden which carries EBF
conditions. The British EBF, Goodwood and York Racecourses are proud to
run the finals without early closing criteria.

HIGH VALUE DEVELOPMENT RACE PROGRAMME

The British EBF support higher-value Novice and Maiden races as part
of a £3.3 million bloodstock industry project to encourage Flat horses’
initial development.

The programme is designed to provide a valuable pathway for
progressive graduates and increased opportunities for owners to win
prize money to cover the cost of having a horse in training.

JUNIOR HURDLE RACES

The British EBF sponsors a series of 19 Junior Hurdle races for National
Hunt-bred horses with over £150,000 on offer across the season. Junior
National Hunt Hurdle races enhance the potential of young horses
through earlier jumping education. Racing against their own age-group,
the development of this programme aims to mirror the early education
options available to National Hunt trainers in France and Ireland.
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Feature Race Focus:
BRITISH STALLION STUDS WESTOW STAKES (LISTED)

This Listed sprint at York has been supported by the British EBF since its first staging in 2009; more
than that, the race was created as part of the successful partnership between York Racecourse and the
EBF, supported by the BHA.

At the 238th Gimcrack Dinner Gerry Galligan, the owner of Sir Gerry, challenged the sport to develop a
stronger race programme for high-quality three-year-olds who were following the sprinting path rather
than making the step up in trip to Classic distances.

Hence the running of a valuable five-furlong contest at the Dante Festival, limited to three-year-olds.
Within half a dozen years the quality and depth of the field saw it elevated to Listed status.

That wider programme saw the elevation of the Sandy Lane Stakes to Group 2 and the introduction of
the Commonwealth Cup at the Royal Meeting,.

Winners of the Westow include successful stallions such as Profitable (2015) and subsequent Gr.1
victors like Winter Power (2021). One of the most popular sprinters of recent years, Big Evs, landed the
prize in 2024 during a career that yielded major wins at Royal Ascot, the Breeders” Cup, the St Leger
Festival and the Qatar Goodwood Festival.

Feature Race Focus:
BRITISH STALLION STUDS
RIPON CHAMPION 2YO TROPHY (LISTED)

Our commitment to positive relationships with racecourses means our portfolio of races regularly
supports the flagship race at many of Britain’s regional tracks. A case in point is the British Stallion
Studs Ripon Champion 2yo Trophy, a Listed race run at Ripon in August over 6f. It is the racecourse’s
only Stakes race and will be run for £55,000 for the first time in 2026 with the help of a British EBF
contribution.

It is easy to assume the best racehorses only run at the biggest tracks but time and again our regional
courses prove to be a lauchpad for top performers. The British Stallion Studs Ripon Champion 2yo
Trophy has produced a subsequent Stakes winner or performer each of the last nine years, 25 Pattern
horses in total. It is also notable for its place in the career of stallions such as SHOULDVEBEENARING,
SUPPLICANT, MAYSON and most notably INVINCIBLE SPIRIT. In 1999, the Ripon 2yo Trophy was the
first of five Stakes successes for INVINCIBLE SPIRIT who went on to sire stallions KINGMAN, INNS OF
COURT, MAYSON and PROFITABLE.

Not the preserve of the colts, the race was also the first black-type win for the Simon Crisford trained
FLOTUS, who went on to be 2nd in the Gr.1 Cheveley Park Stakes on her next outing.
