ENTRIES REVEALED FOR
G1 NOVICES’ CHASES & G2
NATIONAL HUNT CHASE

Entries are revealed today for three G1 novices’ chases at The Festival™ presented by
Magners - the £175,000 Racing Post Arkle Novices’ Chase (Im 7f 199y, Tuesday, 10
March), the £175,000 RSA Insurance Novices’ Chase (3m 80y, Wednesday, 11 March) and
the £150,000 Marsh Novices’ Chase (2m 3f 168y, Thursday, 12 March).

Additionally, the entries are also released for the £125,000 G2 National Hunt Chase (3m
5f 201y, Tuesday, 10 March), the first of three races at The Festival restricted to amateur
jockeys.

Ante-post favourite Notebook headlines 38 entries for the Racing Post Arkle Novices’ Chase, a race his
trainer Henry de Bromhead won in 2010 with future Queen Mother Champion Chase hero Sizing Europe.

Notebook has carried all before him in three starts this season, latterly defeating Fakir d’Oudairies (Joseph
O’Brien IRE) in the G1 Racing Post Novice Chase at Leopardstown over Christmas.

Esprit Du Large (Evan Williams) has also struck at the highest level this term, taking the G1 Henry VIlII
Novices’ Chase at Sandown Park in early December.

Gloucestershire trainer Ben Pauling has high hopes for Global Citizen, after the eight-year-old repelled a
strong field to win the G2 Wayward Lad Novices’ at Kempton Park on 27 December.

Global Citizen was a dual G2 winner over hurdles and finished seventh behind Espoir D’Allen in last season’s
Unibet Champion Hurdle.

Pauling said: “Global Citizen jumped well and won nicely at Kempton, and the plan now is to head straight to
Cheltenham for the Arkle.

“He is at his best when he is fresh, so we will just keep him ticking over between now and then.

“l think spring ground and him being fresh will be to his advantage and | would be hopeful of an exciting
performance from him in March.”

Other Racing Post Arkle Novices’ Chase entries to note are unbeaten chaser Brewin’upastorm (Olly Murphy)
and the Willie Mullins-trained pair of Bapaume and Cash Back, both impressive winners at Naas on their
latest starts.

Fellow Irish handler Matthew Smith is happy to keep his options open for stable star Ronald Pump, who is
entered in both the RSA Insurance Novices’ Chase and the National Hunt Chase.

The progressive seven-year-old made a sparkling chasing debut at Fairyhouse in November, when he
defeated solid yardstick Captain CJ by eight lengths, and followed up with a second in the G1 Drinmore
Novice Chase at the same track despite a significant mistake four fences from home.

Ronald Pump reverted to hurdles on his latest start when a fast-finishing second under a big weight in a
Pertemps qualifier at Leopardstown on 28 December, a performance that prompted Smith to give him an
entry in the G1 Stayers’ Hurdle at The Festival.

Smith said: “Ronald Pump appears to be in great form and will run in the three-mile G3 novice chase at Naas
on Sunday.

“l am waiting to see how he gets on at Naas before we decide what do at Cheltenham, as he will want to be
going well there if he is to be running over fences at The Festival.

“The intention this season was always chasing, and when he won his beginners chase, he was absolutely
brilliant. Then in the Drinmore | just was not 100 per cent happy with the way he jumped, even before the
bad mistake.




“Robbie [Power] told me afterwards to target the race at Naas and said it would be no harm if there was a
hurdle race for him at Christmas, just for a bit of confidence. He ran a great race there giving the winner two
stone, and in another 20 yards probably would have caught him.

“To run like that off a mark of 145, | would not be afraid if we stayed over hurdles for the Pertemps or even
the Stayers’ Hurdle, as | thought that was a fair enough performance. But in an ideal world, you would like to
be over fences as it’s his only season as a novice. If he jumps on Sunday like he did first time out, | would be
delighted.

“He has always shown us ability, but the main problem earlier in his career was that he was boiling over
before his races. As he has got older, he has copped on, and | would say that is the main reason he has
progressed like he has.”

The RSA Insurance Novices’ Chase was one of the most exciting races of The Festival in 2019 and the 53
entries for this year’s edition include Champ (Nicky Henderson) and Slate House (Colin Tizzard).

Ireland’s hand is headlined by evergreen 12-year-old Faugheen (Willie Mullins IRE), winner of the Unibet
Champion Hurdle in 2015, and last year’s G1 Albert Bartlett Novices’ Hurdle victor Minella Indo (Henry de
Bromhead IRE).

There are a record 71 entries in the Marsh Novices’ Chase, which will be run for the 10th time in 2020. Among
the contenders is Samcro (Gordon Elliott), who finished second behind Faugheen in a G1 contest at Limerick
last time out.

Willie Mullins has 12 entries as he chases a fifth victory in the race. They include Easy Game and Allaho, who
were first and second in a beginners chase at Leopardstown over Christmas, plus G1-winning mare Laurina.

The home challenge includes Mister Fisher (Nicky Henderson) and Midnight Shadow (Sue Smith), who have
both been successful over fences at Cheltenham this season.

Randox Health Grand National hero Tiger Roll captured the National Hunt Chase in 2017, while the 2016
renewal featured Native River who would go on to win the 2017 Cheltenham Gold Cup.

This year’s National Hunt Chase has 61 entries, headed up by leading ante-post fancies Carefully Selected
(Willie Mullins IRE) and Champagne Classic (Gordon Elliott IRE).

RACING POST ARKLE NOVICES’ CHASE FACTS & FIGURES

Background Information

The £175,000 G1 Racing Post Arkle Novices’ Chase, the two-mile novice chasing championship, was
inaugurated with its current title in 1969, after Arkle’s three wins in the Cheltenham Gold Cup (1964-66). It
was known as the Cotswold Chase before 1969.

In its first year under its current title, the race was worth £1,365, and was won by Chatham (10/1), trained by
Fred Rimell and ridden by Terry Biddlecombe.

The Racing Post, which supported the Arkle Chase for the first time in 2012, is only the race’s fourth sponsor
and is backing the race for the ninth time. The Irish Independent sponsored from 2000 to 2011, Guinness
from 1994 until 1999 and Waterford Crystal between 1991 and 1993.

Field Size
The lowest number of runners has been five (2018) and the highest 19 (1987 & 2005) as the Arkle Chase -
though there were 25 runners in the Cotswold Chase in 1960. The current safety limit is 20.

Most Successful Owner
The late David Johnson with four winners - Or Royal (1997), Champleve (1998), Well Chief (2004) and
Contraband (2005).

Most Successful Trainer
Nicky Henderson is most successful trainer with six victories - Remittance Man (1991), Travado (1993),
Tiutchev (2000), Sprinter Sacre (2012), Simonsig (2013) and Altior (2017).

Most Successful Jockey

The joint-most successful jockeys are Barry Geraghty and Ruby Walsh, with four wins. Geraghty rode
Moscow Flyer (2002), Forpadydeplasterer (2009), Sprinter Sacre (2012) and Simonsig (2013). Walsh
partnered Azertyuiop (2002), Un De Sceaux (2015), Douvan (2016) and Footpad (2018).

Betting

The longest-priced winner is Western Warhorse, successful at 33/1in 2014. Both Douvan (2016) and Altior
(2017) returned at odds of 1/4. In the 72 runnings since 1946, a total of 21 favourites (29 per cent) have
prevailed.

Age
The oldest winners are the nine-year-olds Sir Ken (1956) and Danish Flight (1988).

The five-year-olds Grand Refrain (1949), High Level (1950), Red Steel (1951), Nautical Print (1952), Bramble
Tudor (1953), Armorial Ill (1954), Manuscrit (1955), Ballyatom (1957), Chatham (1969), Soloning (1970),
Champleve (1998), Flagship Uberalles (1999), Well Chief (2004) and Voy Por Ustedes (2006) are the
youngest winners.

Record Time
The fastest time for the two miles of the Racing Post Arkle Novices’ Chase is 3m 46.5s by Tiutchev in 2000.

NATIONAL HUNT CHASE FACTS & FIGURES

Background Information
The G2 National Hunt Chase is the oldest race at The Festival™ presented by Magners. Until the 1930s, only
the Grand National was more important than the National Hunt Chase in the Jump calendar.

The race had taken place at a number of venues until it became a part of the new two-day National Hunt
Festival at Cheltenham in 1911. It had also been run at Cheltenham in 1904 and 1905.

The 2008 race was run as the Peter O’Sullevan National Hunt Chase to celebrate the legendary
commentator’s 90th birthday and in 2012 honoured the Diamond Jubilee of Queen Elizabeth Il.

The 2013 renewal remembered the late Lord John Oaksey, the leading amateur rider, journalist, broadcaster
and founder of the Injured Jockeys’ Fund, while the 2014 race, the first as a Listed contest, was run in
honour of three-time champion Jump jockey Terry Biddlecombe. The 2015 contest remembered trainer Toby
Balding OBE.

It was upgraded to Grade Two status in 2017, when it was run in honour of J T McNamara, one of the finest
amateur jockeys of all time who passed away at the age of 41 in July, 2016.

The distance was reduced from four miles to three miles and six furlongs in August, 2019, following a review
by Cheltenham Racecourse and the British Horseracing Authority.

Field Size

The race is usually one of the best supported at The Festival™ presented by Magners, with very competitive
fields each year. The highest number of runners in a post-war field size was 37 (1948) and the smallest 13
(1993). There is now a safety limit of 16 runners.

Most Successful Owner
J P McManus is the most successful owner with six wins - Bit Of A Skite (1983), Front Line (1995), Rith Dubh
(2002), Butler’s Cabin (2007), Cause Of Causes (2015) and Minella Rocco (2016).

Most Successful Trainer
Jonjo O’Neill with six wins is the most successful trainer since 1946 - Front Line (1995), Rith Dubh (2002),
Sudden Shock (2003), Native Emperor (2004), Butler’s Cabin (2007) and Minella Rocco (2016).

Most Successful Jockey

A total of 12 amateurs have each ridden two winners of the National Hunt Chase since 1946 - Bunny Cox,
Dermot Daly, George Small, J T McNamara, John Fowler, Marcus Armytage, Tony Fowler, Tony Martin, Willie
Mullins, Derek O’Connor, Patrick Mullins and Jamie Codd.

Betting
The biggest shocks were provided by Topsham Bay (1990) and Another Rum (2005), both 40/1 shots.

Castledermot, 6/4 favourite in 1949, is the shortest-priced victor. 16 of the 72 runnings (22%) since 1946 have
gone to the market leader.

Age

The oldest winners in the post-war period have been the 11-year-olds Prattler (1946), Red Vale (1965),
Waggoners Walk (1980) and Flimsy Truth (1997). The youngest winner in the same period is the five-year-
old Gay Tie (1978).

Background Information
The G1 RSA Insurance Novices’ Chase, the novice chasing championship over just beyond three miles, is
backed by Cheltenham’s longest-running sponsor.

It was the RSA Chase from 2017 to 2009, the Royal & SunAlliance Chase up to 2008 and the Royal
SunAlliance Chase in 1997. Sun Alliance, which merged with Royal Insurance in 1996, previously backed the
Sun Alliance Chase for 23 years and sponsored at Cheltenham for 26 years altogether.

From 1971-73, the Foxhunter Chase was titled the Sun Alliance & London Foxhunters. Sun Alliance & London
was the first company outside racing to embrace commercial sponsorship at The Festival™ presented by
Magners.

Before 1974, the RSA was titled the Broadway Novices’ Chase and the Totalisator Champion Novices’ Chase.

Field Size
The most runners has been 30, in 1986, while the smallest field was eight in 1993, 2015 & 2016. The current
safety limit is 20.

Most Successful Owner
Dorothy Paget with three victories - Mountain Prince (1948), On View (1951) and Glenbeigh (1954).

Most Successful Trainer
Fulke Walwyn and Willie Mullins have been the most successful trainers in the history of the race with four
wins each.

Walwyn sent out Mountain Prince (1948), On View (1951), Glenbeigh (1954) and Mandarin (1957), while
current handler Mullins has scored with Florida Pearl (1998), Rule Supreme (2004), Cooldine (2009) and
Don Poli (2015).

Most Successful Jockey
Pat Taaffe was the most successful jockey with five wins - Coneyburrow (1953), Solfen (1960), Grallagh Cnoc
(1961, Arkle (1963) and Proud Tarquin (1970).

Barry Geraghty and Davy Russell are the most successful current jockeys with three win apiece. Geraghty
rode Star De Mohaison (2006), Bobs Worth (2012) and O’Faolains Boy (2014), while Russell triumphed on
Weapons Amnesty (2010), Lord Windermere (2013) and Presenting Percy (2018).

Betting

In 74 runnings since 1946 (three early races were divided), a total of 21 favourites (28.4 per cent) have
prevailed.

The biggest shocks were provided by 33/1 shots Canny Danny (1983) and Hussard Collonges (2002).

Arkle was the shortest-priced winner when scoring at 4/9 in 1963.

Age
The oldest winner was 11-year-old Birthlaw in 1946.

Five-year-olds Manicou (1950, Div 1), Arctic Gold (1950, Div 2) and Star De Mohaison (2006) are the
youngest winners.

The 2010 winner Weapon’s Amnesty became the first horse to win both the Albert Bartlett Novices’ Hurdle
and RSA Chase, a feat repeated by Bobs Worth in 2011 and 2012.

Hollywood legend Gregory Peck owned the 1966 winner Different Class.

MARSH NOVICES’ CHASE FACTS & FIGURES

Background Information

The Marsh Novices’ Chase was introduced to The Festival™ presented by Magners in 2011 as a G2 event.
The novice chasing championship over two and a half miles was backed by Jewson from 2011 to 2013. The
contest was elevated to G1 status in 2014, with JLT taking over the sponsorship. Marsh, the world’s leading
insurance broker and risk adviser, acquired JLT in April, 2019, and the race now bears its name.

Its two and a half miles falls between the two-mile Racing Post Arkle Novices’ Chase and the RSA Insurance
Novices’ Chase, which is staged over an extended three miles.

Field Size
The most runners in the race’s short history was 13, in 2013, while the smallest field of eight lined up in 2015
and 2017.

Most Successful Trainer
Willie Mullins is the only trainer to have sent out more than one winner, having been successful four times
with Sir Des Champs (2012), Vautour (2015), Black Hercules (2016) and Yorkhill (2017).

Most Successful Jockey
Ruby Walsh has gained three victories on Vautour (2015), Black Hercules (2016) and Yorkhill (2017).

Betting
Vautour (2015) and Yorkhill (2017) both scored when 6/4 favourite.

20/1 chance Benefficient, who was successful in 2013, is the longest-priced winner in the eight runnings.

Age

Six seven-year-olds have won - Noble Prince (2011), Benefficient (2013), Taquin Du Seuil (2014), Black
Hercules (2016), Yorkhill (2017) & Shattered Love (2018) - compared to three six-year-olds - Sir Des Champs
(2012), Vautour (2015) and Defi du Seuil (2019).

Record Time
Vautour recorded the fastest winning time of 4m 46.30s in 2015.

Overseas-trained Winners
IRELAND (7): Noble Prince (2011), Sir Des Champs (2012), Benefficient (2013), Vautour (2015), Black
Hercules (2016), Yorkhill (2017) and Shattered Love (2018).

Did You Know?
The 2012 scorer Sir Des Champs was runner-up to Bobs Worth in the 2013 Cheltenham Gold Cup.

Vautour, successful in 2015, returned to The Festival in 2016 to win the Ryanair Chase.

Dynaste, second in 2013, took the 2014 Ryanair Chase at The Festival, a feat repeated by Uxizandre, who
was runner-up in 2014 and captured the Ryanair Chase in 2015.
