LITURGICAL NOTE  
Israel’s archenemy was Philistia, a nearby nation on the coast of the Mediterranean Sea. In ancient 
times, it was not uncommon for disputes between nations to be decided by individual combat. 
Tonight, as the two armies are gathered for battle, our first lesson tells the timeless story of David 
and Goliath.  Our Gospel reading is the familiar story of Jesus calming the storm.  Both readings 
suggest that the mighty power of God is offered to us through faith.

Lessons are presented from 1 Samuel (17: 32-49) and the Gospel of Mark (4: 35-41). The congregation 
sings a song between the two readings.

The Presider continues 
To you indeed be glory, Almighty God, because on the night before he died, your Son Jesus Christ 
took bread; when he had given you thanks, he broke it, gave it to his disciples and said: Take, eat, 
this is my body which is given for you; do this to remember me. 
 
After supper he took the cup; when he had given you thanks, he gave it to them and said: This cup 
is the new covenant in my blood poured out for you; do this as often as you drink it to remember 
me. 
 
Therefore, we proclaim the mystery of faith. 
Christ has died, Christ is risen. Christ will come in glory. 
 
Therefore, loving God, recalling now Christ’s death and resurrection, we ask you to accept this our 
sacrifice of praise. Send your Holy Spirit upon us and our celebration, that we may be fed with the 
body and blood of your Son and be filled with your life and your goodness.  Strengthen us to do 
your work, and to be your body in the world. Unite us in Christ and give us your peace. 
 
All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ our Lord, to whom with you and the Holy Spirit be all 
honour and glory, now and forever.  Amen. 

 
At the end of the prayer, all say 
Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name, your kingdom come, your will be done on earth as in 
heaven. Give us today our daily bread.  Forgive us our sins as we forgive those who sin against us. 
Save us from the time of trial and deliver us from evil. For the kingdom, and the power, and the glory 
are yours, now and forever.  Amen. 
 
BREAK THE BREAD 
The Presider breaks the consecrated bread.  A period of silence is kept; then the Presider says 
 

We break the bread to share in the body of Christ. 
People We, who are many, are one body, for we all share in the one bread.
