While Daris Bartolon had her appointment with ICE, we gathered in the chapel at Ste. Anne Basilica for prayer, mutual support – and a discussion of our RAPID RESPONSE strategy.  We welcome newcomers to our next meeting:  Zoom, Wednesday, April 23 at 9:00 AM.
We discussed 3 aspects of our Rapid Response Plan:  
1. DETAINED!!!  Family crisis response (e.g., a family member detained)

2. Action response to Public Officials (e.g., police collaborating with ICE)

3. Community wide Campaign Response (e.g., bishops, politicians, press engagement) 
DETAINED!!!  FAMILY CRISIS RESPONSE:  when a member has a family member or friend detained, contact Laura Alvarado (313-544-2008) or Bill O’Brien (313-549-0421)
· FIRST DAY TRIAGE:  helping the family with ICE Locator (“where is he?”), contacts for lawyers  and para-legals, tips on avoiding lawyer-fraud, etc.

· FAMILY IN CRISIS MEETING:  Circle Leaders, other community members, meet by zoom or in person with the family:  “What are the family’s needs at this time?”
ACTION RESPONSE TO PUBLIC OFFICIALS
· PONTIAC POLICE CHIEF.  Mike and Carmen Kelly (Our Lady of Fatima, Detroit Friends).  A SNL delegation sets up an appointment:  “Why did your officer apprehend a person in a grocery store and turn the person over to ICE?  We hope that local police follow the example of many jurisdictions and deal only with local issues, not federal problems (ICE).”  Contact Amy for Notre Dame Prep contacts, and Bill for contacts in Oakland County parishes.  

· DETROIT 3RD PRECINCT COMMANDER.  Marisa Gaggino (New Group “Bob’s Friends”).  Why did your officer not know the Detroit Police Chief’s stated protocol – and thus called ICE on an immigrant who was reporting a crime?

· SUPERINTENDENT OF LINCOLN PARK SCHOOLS.  Nick Chuey (Our Lady of the Woods in Woodhaven).  Work with Veronica Camarena to make sure that all LP schools follow the protocol established by the LP High School Principal.  Contact Kim Redigan (Cristo Rey) for sample School Protocol for ICE encounters.

COMMUNITY WIDE CAMPAIGN RESPONSE
When a campaign is necessary, the following is like a phone tree.  One of our Team contacts the “target” (e.g., the Bishop) with a specific ask (e.g., “Please call the Senator”).  Initially, the relationship needs to be established, so that the “target” knows you will be calling for help on a campaign and the team member knows how to reach the “target” (e.g., through a staff person).
