Our core word for the next two weeks is: GIVE

Ideas to utilize “GIVE” at home: 
1. During snack, you can model “GIVE” or “GIVE me” when passing out plates, cups, napkins, etc. 
2. If your child enjoys hugs, squeezes, tickles, etc. you can model “GIVE” or “GIVE me tickles/squeezes/hugs” to request and exchange of affection.
3. While playing with toys your child enjoys, you can model “GIVE” or “GIVE me” to request for the desired item.
