Pumpkin Math
Materials Needed:
Small pumpkins
Mini pumpkins
Bucket or sink full of water
Measuring tape
Scale
Knife
Paper to record your findings on
Gather all the materials needed and have them nearby
Activity:
First thing put the pumpkins in water to see whether they sink or float and if their size made a difference. 
Next measure the circumference and height of each pumpkin. Explain how to use the measuring tape and get children involved in holding it and identifying the numbers on it. After that weigh the pumpkins. Record all of your measurements for each pumpkin on paper. 
After all the measurements are taken, count all of the lines on the pumpkins
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Lay out newspaper or something else to protect your work surface and contain the mess more easily.
Now cut the pumpkins open and scoop out the pulp and seeds.  Keep the seeds for each pumpkin on a separate plate so that you can compare the amount of seeds inside and compare the size of the seeds.
