Make it Rain
 
Yes, plants need water!
 
But put away the watering can or hose and try watering a different way!
 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Get a couple of kitchen sponges and cut them into quarters so they measure about one inch by two inches (an adult must do this step). Now, fill a bucket with water. The child must dip their sponge into the water bucket then squeeze the sponge over any and all plants in the garden. (Remember, you don't actually and truly have to build a real garden, instead water bushes or other plants in your yard!) Squeezing the sponge is all about hand strength. 
 
Bonus: Kids LOVE this activity!
