9-1-1 Discussion Time!
Teach your child how to dial 9-1-1 or the Operator if there is an emergency.  Some parents are afraid to teach this valuable skill because they might dial 9-1-1 just to see what happens. They might, in fact, do that. Be sure to tell them the rules to calling for help.
1. It MUST be a REAL emergency.  Make some suggestions and ask if this is a real emergency:
· You can't find your puppy?
· Your sister won't share with you.
· Your Mom fell down and can't get up.
2. You tell an adult who is with you FIRST (Mom, Dad, babysitter) about the emergency.
3. Tell the person who answers the phone your name and where you are and what happened. Listen to what they tell you to do.
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
