RAINBOW FISH ART ACTIVITY
Questions to ask children after reading the Rainbow Fish book:
· What was so special about Rainbow Fish?
· Even though Rainbow Fish was the most beautiful fish in the ocean, was he the nicest?
· When the other fish invited him to play, how did he respond?  Why do you think he didn’t want to play with the other fish?
· What was most important to Rainbow Fish?
· Do you think the other fish liked him?  Why or why not?
· What did Rainbow Fish learn that he needed to do so that other fish would like him? (Be a good friend, share and enjoy giving, playing together, etc.)

Ask the children if they remember what Rainbow Fish shared with the other fish in the ocean (his beautiful scales). Tell them that they are going to work together and make their own Rainbow Fish with beautiful, glittery scales. Make a large fish shape on butcher paper. Using half circles made with construction paper or paper plates cut in fourths, have children work together to make shimmering, glittery fish scaes just like Rainbow Fish had! They can decorate their scales with glitter, pictures, foil, stickers, markers, etc. Limit the number of materials to encourage children to share and work together. As they are decorating their scales, point out how they are sharing and working together like friends do. After they have finished decorating the scales, help children attach each scale to the large fish shape. Be sure to attach only a small corner of the scale to the Rainbow Fish shape. The next time you read the story and get to the part where Rainbow Fish gives away his scales, you can have children take a scale off of the big Rainbow Fish and put it on a smaller fish made out of construction paper and taped around the large Rainbow Fish shape.
