Let’s Make A Deal!
The goal:  To help children learn to compromise.  Practicing how to see things from another person’s perspective can help your child consider other people’s needs.
How to Play:  When your child can’t agree, use the tune of “This Old Man” to sing these lines:
You want this, I want that.
How can we both get what we want?
Then brainstorm solutions and choose the best solution.
