Queen	Latifah,	Gerard	Depardieu,	and	LL	Cool	J.	The	film	tells	the	
story	of	Georgia,	a	humble	store	assistant,	wannabe	chef,	and	church	
choir	member	who	discovers	she	has	a	rare	brain	condition,	and	only	
a	few	weeks	to	live.	She	decides	to	spend	her	last	days	—	and	her	
last	funds		—	on	a	luxury	holiday	in	Europe.		Adventure,	romance,	
and	surprise	ensue,	and	viewers	will	enjoy	the	strong	performances,	
beautiful	scenery,	and	spiritual	awakenings	of	its	characters.
