The eligibility requirements are:

*  Any person who has been an active and supporting member of Peace United for at least
one year preceding the application.

e There is no age limit.

e Scholarships are for one year, with half the award paid in August and February.

*  Applicants must maintain a 3.0 GPA during the term of the award, and must provide a
transcript documenting their GPA.

*  Demonstration of a financial need is not required.

*  Proof of admission (first-time applicants)
*  Aletter to the committee describing educational plans and career goals
*  Digital photograph in JPG or PNG
*  One-paragraph summary of goals, interests, and hobbies, suitable for publication in the E
News.
